ABSTRACT

1. Aim and purpose

The aim of this report is, firstly, to give a guide example to secondary education students of
exploring facts and emotions, through a discourse analysis, which highlight the obvious and the “hidden”
information as well, of historical sources, given by their school textbooks. The following step is to
encourage them, through an associative learning process to reflect, by connecting all the information
they are digging out from their analysis, with corresponding situations at the present times.2

Usually, the schoolteachers, while teaching history, leave at last the analysis of the historical

sources — contained or not in the main text - and sometimes skip them, because — as they claim — “there
is no time left”. But what they are not realizing is that they can, really, teach the whole lesson by using
only the sources as well, since the textbook authors are taking the information, they are presenting, from
the historical sources that they have studied. So, the history schoolbook turns to be the “abstract” of all
types - primary and secondary - of these sources.

In the frame of History Didactics, our suggestion refers to the way the topic of each chapter is
presented by the teacher. Our recommendation is that it should be presented through deep and extend
analysis of the historical sources, which are given by the textbook, the curricula or the credible
bibliography. At the same time the students will be guided to dig out of the sources the obvious but also
the hidden information, which regard to the essence of the topic. Moreover, through an analytical
approach to the sources, they will have the chance to train their minds to:

» Think deeper!

» Develop Historical Thinking and Critical Mind.

> Construct Political Conscience.

2. Choice of the source under analysis

As an example, we will give the analysis of a personal story?®, which is presented, as related to
the topic source, through the Bulgarian History Textbook of the 9™ class of the Bulgarian Secondary
Education. This class corresponds to fifteen years old students.*

The title of the textbook is: History and Culture for the 9™ class. Its Publishing House is the
Sofia Publishing House “Prosveta”, one of the biggest in Bulgaria. It was first published in 2020 and
it’s use continues until today. The authors of the book are Professor Mihail Gruev and Associate
Professor Boris Stoyanov from History Faculty of the Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, the
Schoolteacher Kiril Slavchev and the Political Scientist Javor Siderov. The contents of the book refer to
issues of the contemporary European and World History.

The source to be analyzed — as personal story - is a primary. It is contained in the Chapter of
Personal Histories related to the former Eastern Bloc and more over in the sub-chapter: Censorship and
Dissent.

The reason for choosing “personal stories”, as an approach to the past, comes from the need to
highlight the “unseen” of history, the history of those people, whom the official general and traditional
historiography seems to consider them “mutes” and casts them aside. All kind of narratives —
autobiographical, memoirs, personal diaries, letters e.t.c. - during the recent decades have begun to get
a great interest as historical sources in the international scientific field. The historians, in their efforts to
bring to light the “hidden” history of individuals — that is the everyday life history of ordinary people or
else the “history from below”, have showed that they can use anything as a historical source, with the
reservation, of course, that their material is incomplete and fragmentary. It is the person and not the
mass, the “subjective” and not the “objective”, the individual and not the collective which these
scientists focuses on, through a prism of micro — historical approach. It is not, however, a reference cut
off from the body of the historical context (at a macro — historical level), but a reduction to the part that

always remains within the historical - cultural whole anyway. Thus, subjective and objective converge

How many times have I been forced to accept someone else’ s opinion, that | do not share. When
that opinion changes, it is required of me to change mine too. This makes me feel sick, worse if | have
been beaten. I am human and I also have a head to think with. ...

I am an adult, who has given his soul, heart, youth, and energy to the construction of socialism...
I do it willingly, but I want something for me too, to be seen as an adult, who lives and knows how to
think. 1 would like to freely speak my mind, without be scared and | want to be heard.

That is a quote from a Letter of a Hungarian metallurgist to the literary journal “Literaturen

Vestnik”, organ of the Hungarian Writers’ Association in the 1950’s.

In 1944-1945, the imposition of the Soviet-style communist regimes began in Romania,

Bulgaria, Yugoslavia, Albania, Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Poland and East Germany (GDR). Together
with the USSR, they formed the so-called Eastern Bloc.

4. Analyzing the historical source in two steps

We will try to show a way of analyzing this personal story and to use this literary text as
historical source about the living conditions in the area under the “soviet regime”. On the base that we,
probably, know a few things about the history of the Eastern Bloc or the history of this country
(Hungary’), it is interesting to investigate a) the kind of information, mostly the indirect, we can take
out of this personal story, as well as b) the conclusions , we are getting into, through its discourse

analysis®.

4.1 Indirect Information — First Step

The existence of metallurgy shows that this country, Hungary, had underground wealth.
Hungary had developed industry for the exploitation of this wealth.

In this industry workers were locals as well.

There were metal workers, who were also members of the Communist Party.

The communist regime was called socialist regime.

There was an official Writers” Association in Hungary in the 1950’s.

So “writing” had an important place in the society of Hungary in that period.

That official union had its organ, a journal.

1. The resistance of the soul and the heart.

Questions and Work Cases: This is a very cruel title, which the author of the Bulgarian textbook gives

to the letter of that worker. The title prepares us that we will hear about a violent but also a “hidden”
condition. So violent that resistance erupts. So “hidden”, that it cannot be proved. That is why it is
worst. The hidden violence is the most toxic one. It is the time when the soul and the heart suffer. And
then, an “explosion” happens...

2. “How many times have I been forced”.

Questions and Work Cases: Forced by whom? a) The political system? b) The situation? c) The

government? d) The manager of the industry? Possible Hidden Information and Emotions: | am afraid

that | am going to lose my job or something will happen to my family, if | do not obey.

3. “To accept someone else’ s opinion, that I do not share”.
Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: | do not believe on this but | pretend — even to my self -
that | do. Why? What | am afraid of if | do not show that | agree with him?

4. “When that opinion changes, is required of me”.
Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: Who “demands” here? a) The boss? b) The Union? ¢)

The Government? d) The Party? How do | feel each time?

5. “To change mine too”.

Questions and Work Cases: Why? Maybe in order to be shown that there is an unanimity? Why it must

be seen, that everyone agrees? That there is no resistance? Maybe, so the system can do whatever it
wants?
6. “This makes me feel sick”.

Questions, Work Cases and Expressed Feelings: What situation makes us sick? When? The situation we

cannot stand, the toxic one. Possible hidden information: The political and social environment were

toxic in multiple levels.
7. “Worse if I have been beaten”.

Questions, Work Cases and Expressed Feelings: The sick feeling cannot be worst. | am done! There is

nothing worse that could happen to me. I cannot breathe...

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8. “I am human”.

Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: | am not something without soul, without feelings. | am

crying asking the significance of my existence.
9. “I also have a head to think with”.
Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: | have critical mind too. | am not a total idiot. | feel

disrespected the way you treat me.
10. “I am an adult”.

Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: | am not a child. You cannot play games with me. You

cannot lie about whatever you want. | am a real thing here.
11. “I have given my soul, heart, youth and energy”.

Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: | have invested on this my whole life. You should

recognize, what I have put myself into, but you don’t. Possible Hidden Information: I had no life of my

own because I was totally devoted to the “communist” cause.
12. “To the construction of socialism”.

Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: Why was the communist regime called “socialist” by the

communists? According to their beliefs, “the perfect communism was a total utopia, something that
could never be achieved”. Why the regime needed such a “loyalty”? What was the fear? When the
people rebel against a regime? Maybe when they feel miserable. Was this one of the fears of the regime?
That people were unhappy? Were they receiving such signals from the Hungarian society? What were

they doing about that? Possible hidden information: The regime needed absolutely devotion maybe

because in the early 1950’s there were still plenty of followers of the old political situation. The regime
needed totally dedicated party members in the struggle against the non-communists.

13. “I do it willingly”.
Questions and Work Cases: I believe on this. That’s why I have done it. Nobody has forced me to.

Possible Hidden Information and Emotions: There was a strong mechanism of conversion to communist

ideology. So, the new members were feeling that the membership was their own choice and they were
not forced into it. At the same time it is half expressed a hidden frustration too. That this party member
has put himself into all this trouble “for nothing”.
14. “But I want something for me too, to be seen as an adult, who lives and knows how to
think”.

Hidden Emotions: Possible anger and bitterness: I am not a child! You cannot lie on me! You cannot

play games with me! Possible Hidden Information: It seems that here we have a sob, a cry, maybe

because indeed this was happening to him. Maybe some people were trying to confuse him, to play with
his mind, to drive him crazy.

15. “I would like to freely speak my mind”.
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Questions and Work Cases: Why freely? Were there situations that freedom was questioned? Why?

Which situations were they? Possible Hidden Information and Emotions: Even the dedicated party

members as him were afraid to express themselves.
16. “Without be scared”.
Questions, Work Cases and Expressed Feelings: This reference implies that there was real fear indeed.

Why? In which circumstances? Possible Hidden Information: The freedom of expression was really

questioned. The reference to scariness implies that there were harsh reprisals.
17. “And I want to be heard”.
Possible Hidden Information: This reference implies that there were voices stifled before they could

even be heard. Questions, Work Cases and Hidden Emotions: Why he cries for attention? Why he feels

disrespected? Although he is a party member and a dedicated communist, why he feels that he has no
voice? Do these feelings give him motive to continue to work for the cause, he had been dedicated on?

Is it possible, this is his last attempt to find a cause to remain dedicated?

5. Information that refers to the Hungarian History

If we know nothing about the state under the name Hungary in the early 1950’s, what are the
information we are receiving by analyzing this primary historical source?

For example, there were people during that period, among the communist party members, who were
neither happy nor cheerful. Why? Is it because they were committed to a cause but instead of receiving

recognition, they were facing discredit, depreciation?

6. Methodology of investigating the objectivity of the source

This narration is one man’s story. It can be his word against the word of another’s. It is a subjective
perception of reality through the interpretations he gives. But also, our approach of his narration is
possessed by subjectivism if it is related, only, to our own social and cultural receptive. That’s why we
need to confirm the information, we are getting — directly or not - of this personal story with other
historical sources about the living and working conditions before 1989 in Hungary and in the former
Eastern Bloc in general. It is recommended to be studied historiography works by national and
international authors as well, published after the 1989’s revolution and, especially, after the ending of
the Soviet military occupation of Hungary in the 1991. And then, with a procedure of deep reflection,
to go all through the text again from the very beginning and compare the data we discovered from our

first approach with our findings after the study of the bibliography and the other relevant sources.
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7. Bulgaria’s political statement: The Image of the ‘Other’

It is extremely interesting that this source, as direct accusation of the communist regime, it is
contained in a contemporary Bulgarian school textbook of History of the Secondary Education. What
the Bulgarian history textbook of 2024’s tries to do by highlighting the “abusive” working conditions in
a former “state allied”? What is the political statement here? Is it understandable that modern Bulgaria,
through its school textbook, is trying to “separate” its position from its own communist past? Does it
succeed? Why does the Bulgarian education policy consider it necessary to proceed with such a direct
repudiation of its communist past, even almost thirty years after the change of the political system? Is
there still a fear that strong pro—communist or even pro-Russian elements remain active, even though
today’s Russia has no political correspondence with the former Soviet Union? In what extent the content
of the textbook reflects Bulgaria’s current foreign policy through the Image of the ethnical and political
‘Other’10?

What is the role of the history teacher here? What kind of training should he/she receive to be able
to effectively analyze the source in the direction that the textbook writers and official educational policy
in general seem to be pushing? If the history teacher has different political ideology how he/she should

deal with the source?

8. Connection with the present times: Questions for internal reflection

1. According to the text, what does a person need more to feel like a human being? He needs to be
taken seriously.

2. Could this text be from a worker’s complaint in a NON-communist country?

Of course, it could.

3. Now, let us try to put ourselves in the place of the metallurgist. We, as persons, who have a job,
do we have the same needs and complaints about our relationships with our colleagues, our
supervisors, the system itself? Or, if we are students, with our classmates, our teachers, the
educational system? What do we do in that occasion? How do we express our needs, our
feelings? Do we see any results? Or we prefer not to express them at all out of fear?

The answers require us to try to be honest with our selves first of all...

The article presents results of an empirical study of the self-directed learning of adults in evening

schools. Four areas of motivation for self-directed learning are defined and the influence of factors from
the internal environment (the motivation to learn) and the external environment (the educational context)
is tracked. The results achieved and the conclusions drawn show that self-directed learning is directly
dependent on personal attitude, orientation and motivation for learning and setting goals. On the other
hand, it has situational aspects and can be a reaction, a response to a certain learning situation.

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HARNESSING THE PROMPT POWER IN FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING: A BASIC
GUIDE FOR TEACHERS

ABSTRACT
As education continues its digital transformation, the integration of Artificial Intelligence (Al)

technologies, particularly Large Language Models (LLMSs), presents significant opportunities for
optimizing the teaching process. In Foreign Language Teaching (FLT), Al holds promise for various
applications, from creating engaging exercises to personalized learning programs. This paper explores
the concept of Prompt Engineering, a skill set crucial for maximizing the effectiveness of LLMs, and
particularly its valuable usage in FLT. Drawing from existing literature and research, the paper
delineates six essential components for crafting effective prompts: task, context, exemplar, persona,
format, and tone. Through a survey of educators in Kazakhstan, the study examines current practices in
prompt design and identifies areas for improvement. By integrating all components of prompt
engineering, educators can construct prompts that optimize LLM comprehension and yield more
accurate responses. This research highlights the importance of prompt engineering in harnessing the

potential of LLMs in FLT to enhance teaching practices and improve learning outcomes.

Introduction

The digital transformation of education in modern conditions is sinking deeper into digital
reality. The educational process is actively being modernized, with new ideas being introduced to
optimize every phase of the process. Throughout history we might witness various inventions of
humankind which have forced education to transform and educators to accommodate to the changes the
inventions entail. As evidence, such historical occurrences as the Internet creation or Personal Computer
(PC) invention pushed the teaching industry, modified the whole learning process, forced teachers to
seek to fit a new era of technology and opened gates of new opportunities in educating. The main task
of the Kazakhstan education system is to train highly qualified, ambitious, competitive, motivated and
self—motivated specialists who know their profession well. Therefore, special attention should be paid
to the training of future foreign language teachers who possess, in addition to professional competence,
digital competence. Artificial intelligence contributes to this. Our President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev,
in his address at an expanded government meeting, said: "We have already witnessed a global
transformation in medicine, education, and creative industries. The development of artificial intelligence
can become a driving force for economic progress and innovation in our country. In short, we must keep
up with the times. Our success in all other areas depends on how quickly and effectively we will develop
new digital technologies." New epoch of tech has come and we are the generation to harness it,

particularly for the sake of ensuring efficiency in a learning process. Artificial Intelligence (Al) is yet
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another game-changer, which is about to revolutionize the educational sphere and can successfully be
considered as a crucial milestone in the education field (Zawacki-Richter et al., 2019). Teachers today
are expected to learn how to use Al technology in order to keep abreast of the latest developments and
make the most out of their lesson preparation, just as they did when they first learned how to use
computer applications or the Internet. Among these, Foreign Language Teaching (FLT) stands out as a
domain where Al holds enormous potential (U.S. Department of Education, 2023). The implementation
of Al in FLT includes a broad spectrum of applications, from creating engaging exercises aimed to
develop various language skills to building personalized learning programs for tutees.

Large Language Models (LLM) are the first thing that spring to mind when discussing Al
technology usage in FLT. These models, which consist of neural networks, are capable of creating text
that looks like human speech. These models work on a very basic principle: they read the text, "learn”
from it, find patterns, and utilize that information to mimic human speech with the goal to create their
own text responses (Bowman et al., 2023). The most widely used Al-based tool, a chatbot (Conte, 2024),
is actually integrated with the LLM system along with a number of other teaching tools. Al chatbots,
such as ChatGPT, may produce text of excellent quality and support contextual understanding in a
variety of Natural Language Processing (NLP) activities. Even though ChatGPT (OpenAl) is the most
widely used Al tool globally, there are several other chatbots based on Al, such as Gemini by Google
or Copilot by Microsoft. Nevertheless all interactions with Al in the article are described on the basis of
ChatGPT. This model is trained on a large amount of textual data, studying the patterns of language and
creating an internal understanding of the connections between words and sentences (covering most of
the syntax and semantics of human language). The interaction between a user and the model proceeds
via text messages in a chat. An average individual (like an ordinary FLT teacher), who is typically unable
to apply any common programming languages, may easily use it since it makes use of a natural language
(language that occurs naturally in a human community by a process of use). So teachers may use English
in order to make their request and eventually get the desired response from the model. A well-written
query is critical to obtaining appropriate and relevant information from generative Al tools like
ChatGPT.

One of the issues is that people have become accustomed to asking inquiries in a particular way
after using search engines for years. A search engine is something like a helpful “librarian” which takes
a specific question and points a user to the most relevant sources for possible answers. The search engine
does not create anything new, but effectively extracts what is already there. Our goal is to operate
ChatGPT more as a "sniffer dog" than as a "librarian.” The user is just like an owner that the dog blindly
obeys when they give commands and provide clues. Al understands their commands, determines the
most efficient way to carry them out, and produces something entirely original. The result often depends

on the accuracy and clarity of the instructions they provide. A vague or poorly worded query can lead
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to the Al producing less relevant results. The more context and guidance an individual gives it, the better
the result will be. A concept entering the game at this point is called Prompt Engineering. As claimed
by White et al. (2023) it is a skill set to maximize the effectiveness of the language model via
optimization of input prompts, eliminating the gap between the user's intentions and understanding of
the model. This might involve choosing the right words, providing context, or structuring the prompt in
a way that encourages the model to produce accurate responses. It appears that an educator needs to
brilliantly obtain the skill of writing prompts to be able to properly apply LLM in order to achieve
maximum effectiveness in the teaching process. It is undoubtedly going to be the primary goal in
education in the near future.

The problem coming over here is a lack of practical recommendations of designing prompts in
education, especially in FLT. The article strived to fill in this gap. The primary objective of the research
was to provide educators with guidelines on the basics of giving prompts for a chatbot in FLT. The
research observed basic principles of giving prompts, analyzed the way teachers in Kazakhstan write
prompts, and juxtaposed them to those principles. The guidelines were designed to help teachers easily
comprehend the process of giving inquiries and start applying the framework straightaway in their work
facilitating the teaching process.

Literature Review

White et al. (2023) deduced the main principles in writing prompts for LLM. The scholars
described a catalog of prompt engineering techniques applied to solve common problems when
conversing with LLMs. Further the data was used in the largest educational resources which are aimed
at teaching prompt engineering(promptingguide.ai and learnprompting.org). The simplified form of
these findings was presented by Su (2023). He outlined six major components to compose a successful
prompt. The components are absolutely universal and may be implemented in diverse areas, particularly
in FLT. They are task, context, exemplar, persona, format and tone also ranked in order of significance.
It's obligatory to have a task in a prompt, it's significant to involve relevant context and exemplars and
it's nice to have a persona, format and tone.

As a general rule, an action verb should always come before the task sentence. A prompt can
include a one simple task or a “multiple-task” request.

Giving the context would be a terrific way to constrain the model's infinite possibilities and get
a more accurate result. In order to do so, Su suggests responding to these three primary questions, giving
the necessary background information:

1) What’s the user’s background?
2) What does success look like?

3) What environment are they in?
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In general, studies on big language models have demonstrated that the output quality is much
enhanced when examples are included in the prompt. Not all prompts require exemplars, but if a user
provides ones, the quality of the outcome will be significantly improved by providing an appropriate

example. The terms "zero-shot," "one-shot," and "few-shot" describe various methods for interacting
with the model, especially when it comes to giving it instructions or input.

1) In a zero-shot scenario, the model responds to a given task or query without
previous instruction or examples. Zero-shot occurs, for instance, if a user asks ChatGPT a
question and it responds coherently without any background or examples.

2) In a one-shot situation, a user provides the model with only one example or bit
of data to work with when determining how to respond. This sample acts as a prompt to direct
the understanding and creation of the model.

3) In a few-shot scenario, a user gives the model a couple of instances or examples
that are relevant to the task that they want it to do. These examples assist the model in
understanding the situation and producing a more precise response.

Numerous research, such as Wei et al. (2022), have shown that LLM exhibit exceptional zero-
shot capabilities. Zero-shot prompting also helps to prevent false associations and maximizes user
convenience. Based on Kejriwal's findings (2023), output accuracy, in other words its quality, improved
fivefold using just one example in a prompt. However, the accuracy started showing consistency in
increasing after using more and more examples. Hence, as it displayed in Figure 1 utilizing a couple
examples is preferred in the time-quality ratio.

In essence, the persona component is who you want ChatGPT to be. To apply this idea
effectively, consider a person you would like to have immediate access to for the task at hand. The role
component was quite beneficial for earlier models (GPT-3), but it seems to have less effect on later
models (e.g., GPT-3.5 or GPT-4). Nonetheless, we may still utilize this strategy to direct an LLM
reaction toward the intended result in more complex roles. Roles can be much longer than a sentence.
Anecdotally, you can collaborate with many role-prompted LLMs. This frequently results in increases
to text creation quality and accuracy (Wang et al., 2023).

The fifth component is format. It's essential to specify not only the content you want the model
to convey, but also the presentation style. This is especially crucial for tasks where a precise output
organization is required for readability or usability. As Su mentioned, in order to succeed here, really
close your eyes and see the precise outcome you wish to achieve. The outcome might be presented in
various ways such as: bullet points, tables etc. It might involve changing a heading/subheading format,
eventually highlighting wanted results and so forth. Additionally, it's fantastic to harness the potential

of numbers and be straight in this aspect as well.
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Tone is the final element to be included. It's all about the tone of the communication—formal
or informal, friendly or corporate, emotional or neutral. Consider tone as the desired "voice" that the
model will use to communicate with you. Unfortunately, humans typically struggle to quickly recollect
the thousands of possible adjectives and adverbs. Thus you can tell ChatGPT the mood you are going
for, as it displayed in Picture 1. Afterwards you can easily enable the tone words in your prompt to get
a desired output. Do not underestimate the emotional component of LLMs. Even as a language model,
it recognizes the significance of emotional cues and how they may affect communication. Salinas and
Morstatter (2024) observed dependence of various emotional tricks on accuracy of a prompt across some
LLMs. The observation showed that using such phrases as “I am going to tip you for a perfect response!”
insignificantly improved the outcome. Yang et al., (2024) investigated that asking a LLM even to “take
a deep breath and work on this problem step by step” enhances results. Also such phrases as “This is
very important to my career.”, “You'd better be sure.”, “Your hard work will yield remarkable results.”
increased results accuracy in some prompts.

Thus any detail may change the final outcome and teachers should assume the role of an
explorer, try to empirically modify a prompt to eventually get a desired result. Hence, a teacher of the
new epoch is required to obtain several skills in order to succeed in prompt engineering and effectively
involve it in a teaching process (World Economic Forum, 2014):

1. Professional competency: First things first teachers need to acquire skills directly related to
their professional responsibilities. Such as a teaching methodology and a language proficiency.

2. Critical Thinking: Teachers should be able to analyze prompts critically, identifying potential
biases, assumptions, and implications.

3. Empirical Problem-Solving Skills: Being able to experiment with different variations of
prompts to achieve desired outcomes through empirical observation and modification.

4. Flexibility and Adaptability: Teachers should be open to adjusting their approach based on
the responses they receive and the effectiveness of different prompts.

5. Creativity: The ability to devise innovative and engaging prompts that capture students'
interest and encourage active participation.

6. Technology Proficiency: Proficiency in using digital tools and platforms to create and
administer prompts, as well as to analyze and track student responses efficiently.

7. Reflective Practice: Continuously reflecting on the effectiveness of prompts and adjusting
them based on feedback and assessment data to improve student learning outcomes over time.

Methods & Materials

The study surveyed 15 teachers who work at public educational institutions and private schools

located in Almaty, Kazakhstan and online worldwide, who utilize Al technologies in their work. Which

made it possible to wholly evaluate the results.
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Initially, to give a thorough investigation a questionnaire was developed. Which was aimed at
showing the frequency of applying Al-based chat-bots in lesson preparation and its precise usage. The
eventual part consisted of a task which participants had to complete. The questionnaire involved two
questions. The first one asked the interviewees to measure on a scale of 1-5 (where 1 stands for “never”
and 5 stands for “always”) the rate of using Al-based chatbots in preparation for their lessons and had
only one option to choose. The second one requested polled to mark the purposes they use Al-based
chatbots for. This question included six possible options to choose, and surveyed had an opportunity to
multiply choose from the variants. If the teachers wanted to share their own way to use Al-based
chatbots, it contained a free space to fill in with their own answer. The last part asked teachers to think
of a situation where they need to create a Speaking skill development exercise for one of their lessons.
The purpose was to type a prompt asking Al to create that task. This assignment was aimed to investigate
the way teachers make prompts and trace the style they use and mistakes they make in order not to
commit them in future. The survey was conducted on Google Forms and distributed electronically via a
social media platform and finally made it possible to present primary quantitative and qualitative data
in the form of graphs. The participation was voluntary.

Results

The results, based on responses from the participants, showed that polled use Al-based chatbots
in preparation for their classes quite frequently. It turned out that 53,3% of all respondents most of the
time apply Al-based chatbots in their work and 20% of all respondents couldn’t imagine a lesson
preparation without involving Al technologies.

The next figure visualizes the purposes the teachers use Al-based chatbots for. As we can see
three goals from the list lead by a wide margin. There are: “Lesson planning and creation of educational

programs”, “Creating exercises for Grammar and Vocabulary” and “Creating exercises for Speaking
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and Writing”. More than half of the respondents, it transpired, utilize Al-based chatbots exactly for these
reasons. The least frequently picked option “Evaluating and Monitoring” also came out over here with
only 13,3% of polled chosen. Two respondents besides everything added their own answers as “Most
of the time | use ready Al-based platforms like twee.com” and “To create entertaining activities and
games”.

Finally the result of the survey showed the way the respondents create a prompt aimed at
developing Speaking skill of their students. The task envisaged absolutely differing replies due to the
specificity of respondents” work and teaching topics. This specific study contributed to the field
providing information on how teachers currently write prompts in their work purposes, how many
mistakes they make and to what extent they are far from the idea of creating a correctly written prompt.
It is essential to have a complete picture of a present awareness of teachers in Kazakhstan in writing

prompts. Some of the results, based on responses, are shown in Picture 2.

As is apparent, all of the prompts the respondents wrote differ from each other. Starting with
the length of a prompt and finishing with the amount of context provided by a prompter. Actually only

a couple of prompts partially corresponds to the prompt engineering fundamental components.

Discussion
As it was already discussed, according to the scholars, a prompt which seeks to utilize all
capabilities of LLM should include most of the following components: task, context, exemplar, persona,
format and tone. Finally it became possible to analyze the findings and to look at them through the prism

of the framework we derived. The results made it possible to
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If we review a task, almost all of the participants coped with the task and represented a clear
task, since it is the primary object in a query and it is not possible to imagine a prompt without a task at
all.

When it comes to revising context, only a couple of the respondents provided prompts closely
corresponding to this component.

The survey revealed that not a single polled used exemplars in their prompts.

In light of the study's findings just one respondent mentioned the “Persona” component in the
prompt and even added a degree of expertise to it. Which is also recommended to do.

Analyzing the format section, just a couple of respondents came closer to accomplish this
component.

Limitations

The work clearly has some limitations. The present study mostly investigated educators who
were predisposed to using Al in their working processes, since the participation was voluntary and
teachers who were interested in Al usage in education showed the most concern. Furthermore the
amount surveyed was enough to have a general idea, if there were more participants, the results would
be more objective as well. Finally, the findings might not be transferable due to an absence of immersion
in the case of writing the particular prompt. By that I mean that the teacher didn’t possess additional
data related to their imaginary lesson, so they were forced to make that information up. That fact limited
the clarity of the findings too.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the efficacy of language models (LLMSs) in educational settings hinges greatly
on the precision and clarity of the instructions provided to them. The emerging concept of Prompt
Engineering, as elucidated by White et al. (2023), underscores the importance of crafting well-structured
prompts to bridge the gap between user intentions and model understanding. This skill set is poised to
become a cornerstone in education, particularly in the Foreign Language Teaching (FLT) domain.

The study aimed to address the dearth of practical recommendations for designing prompts in
education, particularly in FLT, by offering educators a set of guidelines for crafting effective prompts
for chatbots. Drawing from the principles outlined by White et al. (2023) and simplified by Su (2023),
the research delineated six major components essential for composing successful prompts: task, context,
exemplar, persona, format, and tone. These components, when integrated into prompts, enhance the

model's comprehension and yield more accurate responses.
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The survey of the educators revealed a prevalent use of Al-based chatbots in lesson preparation,
with over half of the respondents relying on them regularly. Furthermore, the purposes for which
educators employ Al-based chatbots predominantly include lesson planning, grammar and vocabulary
exercises, and speaking and writing exercises. Notably, the study also shed light on the varied
approaches educators employ in creating prompts for speaking skill development, highlighting areas for
improvement in prompt design.

The analysis of survey responses underscores the importance of incorporating all components
of prompt engineering to maximize the effectiveness of prompts. While most participants succeeded in
articulating clear tasks, there were notable gaps in providing context, exemplars, format, and tone.
However, by amalgamating these components, it is possible to construct prompts that align closely with
prompt engineering principles.

In essence, the study underscores the pivotal role of prompt engineering in optimizing the use
of LLMs in education. Educators are encouraged to cultivate prompt engineering skills to enhance their
teaching practices, fostering more meaningful interactions and improving learning outcomes for
students. Moving forward, further research and training in prompt engineering are imperative to unlock

the full potential of LLMs in educational contexts.

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ABSTRACT

This article presents summarized data from longitudinal personal observation and analysis of written
messages publicly available in the Bulgarian external real and virtual environment.

As a result of the research, phenomena are highlighted that make it difficult to understand the written
messages of the specified category of individuals. There are also others that facilitate the process of
perceiving the meaning of the message in its written form.

Avoiding the visual presentation of written messages described in the article would facilitate the process
of perception and understanding by persons with hearing loss. Additionally, individuals with dyslexia
and other cognitive challenges, in terms of type and degree of manifestation, would also benefit. Apart
from them, the elderly would also be facilitated, as well as those belonging to different age groups who

lack knowledge of foreign languages.

ABSTRACT

EDUCATIONAL DIMENSIONS OF INFLUENCER PUBLICATIONS

ABSTRACT

The present study poses the following research questions: to what extent are publications by influencers
considered appropriate resources for educational purposes; what are the main educational dimensions
of influencer publications; and what are the principal challenges and prospects for the integration of
content presented by influencers in the educational process? The main tasks, undertaken in order to
address the research questions, are a review and analysis of existing research focusing on influencers
and the possible integration of their content in the educational process; an outline of the primary
educational dimensions of such publications; a systematic examination of the risks and the opportunities
involved. Possible options for the advantageous incorporation of influencer content in the educational
process are highlighted, as well as recommendations in this context. The method used is systematic

analysis.

1. Introduction

Social media, defined as “websites and applications that enable users to create and share content
or to participate in social networking” (Bozzola et al., 2022), have become increasingly important, even
influential in the everyday lives of individuals, including children and adolescents. A significant
proportion of the latter group invests a substantial amount of time in engaging with digital devices, with
the majority of children between the ages of 8 and 11 demonstrating a clear preference for consuming
content on YouTube over traditional television programs (Ofcom, 2018). Additionally, kids and
teenagers explore various other social networks, where they frequently encounter content that they find
appealing, engaging, and interesting. In this context, online social interactions or observations may play
an important role in the lives of many young people, influencing their self-esteem and well-being
(Gonzales & Hancock, 2010), as well as their socioemotional, cognitive, personal, and psychological
development.

Similarly, the content published by social media influencers may exert an influence on the ideas,

beliefs, values, and behaviors of children. Diaz (2017) classifies influencers into three primary
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categories: ‘“celebrity influencers” (famous figures such as movie stars, singers, and artists with a
substantial following on social networks); “social media influencers (they build their audiences and
become recognizable as experts, fashion examples, community leaders, and so forth), and “micro-
influencers” (who may have a smaller online following but have a significant impact). A novel
phenomenon may give rise to a new category of opinion leaders: virtual influencers, who are, along with
all of their posts, generated through artificial intelligence (Koles et al., 2024).

Considering the incorporation of digital technologies into all aspects of life, the field of
education is undergoing a period of significant transformation. This process is driven by the need to
align educational practices with the evolving societal demands and expectations. In this context, a new
type of influencers has emerged, namely, those who create content specifically related to education,
commonly referred to as educational influencers or Edu-influencers. They may be differentiated into
five distinct categories: studigrammers, who disseminate reflections and notes on educational matters;
learning influencers, who are teachers and promote positive practices, offering an insider perspective on
educational situations; bookstagrammers, who encourage reading habits; the influencers who present
various educational resources that can be utilized in pedagogical environments (Gil-Quintana J., Vida
de Leon, E., 2021); knowledge spreaders, who distribute information, facts, data, and interpretations
related to a range of topics, provide instructions for acquiring various skills, upload tutorials and
teaching materials, and conduct lessons online, typically via YouTube videos.

Simultaneously, every influencer has the potential to contribute to educational initiatives, even
if their primary focus is not on education. This can be achieved by sharing didactic or formative content,
or by educators screening the publications and identifying those with the potential to present an
important subject or transmit a valuable message. However, this gives rise to questions among those
engaged in pedagogical research and practice, such as whether influencer content can be used as an

appropriate educational resource and, if so, what risks this might entail.

1. Methodology

In light of the above-mentioned observations and arguments, the present study poses the
following research questions: (RQ1) To what extent are publications by influencers considered
appropriate resources for educational purposes?; RQ2) What are the main educational dimensions of
influencer publications?; and (RQ3) What are the principal challenges and prospects for the integration
of content presented by influencers in the educational process? The main tasks, undertaken in order to
address the research questions, are a review and analysis of existing research focusing on influencers
and the possible integration of their content in the educational process; an outline of the primary
educational dimensions of such publications; a systematic examination of the risks and the opportunities

involved. Possible options for the advantageous incorporation of influencer content in the educational
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process are highlighted, as well as recommendations in this context. The method used is systematic
analysis.

The systematic analysis was conducted in accordance with the methodology proposed by M.J.
Page et al. (2020), comprising four principal stages. In the first phase of the study, three online platforms
were identified for the retrieval of relevant publications on the subject matter: Google Scholar,
Academia.edu, and ResearchGate. These platforms encompass a vast scope of research and provide the
option for filtering the information according to specific themes, periods, and types of studies. The

following keywords were employed: “influencers and the process of education,” “educational

influencers,” “learning influencers,” “influencer publications and formation of values/attitudes,”
“influencers and the process of formation,” “formation of values/attitudes via influencer publications.”
The initial three keywords yielded the most relevant results, whereas the remaining terms led to articles
pertaining to influencer marketing, consumption, brand trustworthiness, advertising, and similar
subjects. The total number of publications identified through this process exceeded 2,500.

The second stage was dedicated to the primary review of the sources and their categorization
according to a chronological period (2017-2024). Subsequently, the texts were classified according to
their titles and themes. Of the 384 publications initially considered, 279 were excluded on the grounds
of irrelevance, duplication of titles or themes.

At the outset of the third stage, a secondary review was performed. The remaining 105 articles
were classified as either relevant or irrelevant based on the following criteria: relevance to the research
problem; peer-reviewed status; adherence to best practices for conducting and describing research; and
provision of detailed results. During the process, 50 publications were excluded due to not meeting the
criteria. Furthermore, following a more elaborate investigation, an additional 26 texts were removed, as
there was a lack of a definitive connection between the findings and the educational process.

The final stage of the process entailed a comprehensive review of the sources, which were then
categorized according to the year of publication, the type of material, the title, and the scope of the

content. Subsequently, the articles were grouped according to themes, which were then analyzed.

2. Results

The selected 26 articles were examined in detail and the content was differentiated into separate
themes, each indicating the potential role of influencers in the educational process. The results are
illustrated in Table 1.

Six different themes were identified, covering different dimensions of the content presented by
influencers in the context of the educational process. The first theme concerns an important aspect of
the issue, namely, online and mobile learning, and how influencers can impact public opinion on the
matter. The authors of the selected articles seek to investigate the effect that posts from social media
influencers can have on the emergence of trends, specifically whether opinion leaders can influence
public perspectives and perceptions of events and phenomena. The key conclusion is that ,,influencers
play vital roles to disseminate information to their vast networks of followers and friends.” Therefore,
“educational practitioners should build strong connections with the influencers and monitor their social
media activities” in order to gain access to this information and be able to interpret and discuss it with
students and parents (Shen, Kuo, & Minh Ly, 2017, p. 221).

Commented on is also the connection between parents’ social media usage and their perceptions
of influencers. It is the responsibility of parents to educate their children about the potential risks and
benefits associated with viewing content on social media, including one from influencers. In this sense,
the behavior of parents themselves on social networks is of great consequence—the influencers they
follow (if any), the time they spend online, how they converse with their children about these topics,
and how they guarantee the secure consumption of influencer content (Lin, Vijayalakshmi, & Laczniak,
2019).

The following theme stands out for its higher popularity among the authors, presumably due to
its specific focus on the impact of influencers on younger generations. The status of influencers as role
models for children is addressed in seven of the analyzed articles. Rowland and Noteboom (2019) state

that influencers exert a considerable effect on adolescents' decision-making processes with regard to a
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range of activities, academic pursuits, and career options. Furthermore, it seems that influencers serve
as a primary source of motivation and encouragement for girls to engage with the digital realm. Another
crucial domain in which influencers could promote adequate perspectives, attitudes, and behaviors is
that of a healthy lifestyle. A study on this topic is conducted by Bonnevie et al. (2021) to examine the
effect of influencer posts about flu vaccines.

Essential is also the development of social and intercultural competence in children, a process
that could be enhanced by the involvement of DEI (diversity, equity, and inclusion) influencers. Bianco
et al. (2022) formulate a set of best practices and methods for integrating such content into the
educational process, resulting in better intercultural representation and understanding, building
confidence, social acceptance, and a sense of belongingness.

However, the behavioral models exhibited by influencers have the potential to result in adverse
consequences, as the presented content can be controversial, misleading, or incongruent with
fundamental values and moral principles. Examples in this regard are the influencer posts that display
the consumption of alcohol, which can lead to teenage drinking (Hendriks et al., 2020). Aspiring to
reduce the risks of children adopting asocial attitudes, Arellano, Pérez, and Fernandez (2020) propose
ideas on how to adequately and beneficially integrate influencer content into the educational process.
Another challenge is the development of critical thinking, information filtering, and validating skills in
children, especially regarding topics such as health, politics, social relationships, and so forth
(Zimmermann, 2022). It is important to consider that the acquisition and transition of new ideas and
values, as well as the processing of information, can happen in an unconscious manner, which can affect
decision-making (Chiheb, 2024).

The next theme is closely interrelated to the preceding one. Perceiving influencers as role
models is a prerequisite for children learning from their preferred opinion leaders—from the information
and knowledge they share, the behavior they exhibit, the language they use, the experiences they reflect
upon, and other aspects. For example, adolescents tend to use YouTube and other digital platforms to
improve their academic performance (Gil-Quintana et al., 2020); and to gain insights into health,
wellness, and active lifestyle (Hendry, Hartung, & Welch, 2021; Goodyear, 2022; Pfender & Bleakley,
2024); develop an understanding of sustainability and an ecological way of living (Yalcin, Nistor, &
Pehlivan, 2021; Mittischek & Waldner, 2023); and nutrition (Waldner, Mittischek, & Klinger, 2021).
Influencers can be described as “informal educators,” as their publications often serve as inspiring
messages, ‘“nurturing socio-emotional learning and life skills,” spreading knowledge, expertise,
instructions, and more about a range of topics and issues (Taddeo, 2023, p. 147).

Nevertheless, there are certain challenges regarding the utilization of content, created by
influencers, in the educational process. Abdullah et al. (2023) claim that influencers have a significant

effect on the intellectual (in a positive aspect), social, ethical, and health (in a negative aspect)
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development of adolescents. Consequently, there is a need to enhance the competencies and skills of
influencers—ensuring more positive interactions and reducing the content that can result in asocial
attitudes and behaviors in children (Albadri, 2023).

Directly related to the aforementioned is the somewhat newly emerging trend of “educational
influencers.” They can be described as “individuals who have achieved microcelebrity status” in various
social media platforms, “by promoting certain education-related products, philosophies, or practices”
(Shelton, Schroeder, & Curcio, 2020, p. 530). The “Edu-influencers” may be teachers or pedagogical
specialists, as well as non-professionals who seek to disseminate their experiences, insights, and
perspectives on diverse pedagogical matters and contexts (Gil-Quintana & Vida de Ledn, 2021). The
content can be directed to parents, children, or the society at large, but it is mainly intended for teachers.
Thus, another dimension of influencer publications is uncovered—teacher education, preparation, and
development of pedagogical competence, as “education influencers have the potential to shape other
educators’ beliefs, practices, education philosophies, and teacher identities” (Carpenter, Shelton, Curcio,
& Schroeder, 2021, p.1712). Moreover, Edu-influencers provide a medium for teachers, to improve their
professional development and engage in numerous training activities, in complex and informative
discourses (Marcelo & Marcelo, 2021; Davis & Yi, 2022).

The authors, whose work is distributed in this theme, refer to the potential of Edu-influencers
and their role in facilitating teacher enrichment in terms of experience and perspectives (also, the
benefits for parents and children who consume such content), while acknowledging the challenges, e.g.,
the over-commercialization of the posts and therefore, the possible lack of trustworthiness (Galdon,
Salvador, & Gil Pechuan, 2023; Ling-Zhi, Tan, & Qiu-Ting, 2024).

An intriguing yet relatively understudied topic is the creation of content by children themselves.
Some of the young influencers commence their online journey as early as 10/12 years old, or even at an
earlier age (Castillo-Abdul et al., 2020), which in itself is an indication that content on social media can
be influential, can pose both benefits and challenges, and has the potential to be integrated into the
educational process. Furthermore, child/adolescent influencers have the opportunity to serve as role
models for their peers (or younger children), providing them with support, encouragement, self-
assurance, and even feedback (Kissgen, Allgaier, & Klamma, 2023; Raaper, Hardey, & Samar, 2024).
The risks must also be considered, necessitating the provision of parental supervision and guidance—

both for children who create content and those who consume it (Castillo-Abdul et al., 2020).

3. Discussion and Conclusions
The analysis of the results provided responses to the posed research questions and allowed for

the formulation of several important conclusions.
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RQ 1. To what extent are publications by influencers considered appropriate resources for educational
purposes?

In general, the authors of the analyzed papers support the integration of influencer content into
the educational process. The posts, which comprise text, images, music, videos, are deemed suitable
resources for presenting information appealingly and innovatively, for acquiring new perspectives and
viewpoints, for stimulating interest in significant topics, and for initiating discussions. An important
clarification is to be made thought. The authors cite mostly influencers, who created their content
specifically for educational purposes. These individuals are eighter pedagogical specialists themselves
or possess a certain level of competence in this regard. It can thus be concluded that resources created
by influencers can be beneficial in the educational process, provided that they are of adequate quality
and constructed with the requisite care. Such posts can be utilized in the classroom if they are created
by educational influencers or if they are suitable for the dissemination of information, engaging in a

discussion, etc.

RQ 2. What are the main educational dimensions of influencer publications?

The systematized articles allow for the differentiation of two main educational dimensions of
the content, presented by influencers: educational and formational.

The educational dimension pertains to the potential of influencer publications to disseminate
information, present essential topics for debate, pose intriguing questions, summarize and distribute
knowledge, and support the acquisition of skills, and the development of competencies. Educational
(and not only) influencers publish a variety of content, including texts, videos, articles, films, and even
scientific work, on a range of subjects, such as history, geography, physics, and more. A number of the
profiles/channels are specifically constructed to spread knowledge and to further children’s curiosity
and aspiration for learning. Even publications that are not designed for this purpose could serve as
educational resources if they meet the quality and validity criteria, e.g., travel blogs, or YouTube videos
broadcasting scientific experiments, tutorials, and know-how in a given field.

Three subdimensions can be identified here: formal education, nonformal education, and
informal education. The utilization of influencer publications in formal education implies the assurance
that the resources are trustworthy, leading to valid and truthful information, considering all possible
points of view, and other variables. It is also crucial to ensure that the content is structured properly,
taking into account the language used, the specific characteristics of the intended audience, the mode of
presentation, and other relevant factors. In nonformal educational settings, these elements are important
as well, but more creativity could be employed, given the differences in the organization of the process.
For instance, if the concrete course allows for additional time to be allocated, longer videos could be

reviewed; if the subject matter permits it, more interdisciplinary connections could be made; if the
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teachers use materials, prepared by Edu-influencers, they could apply them more freely, choosing the
themes themselves. In informal learning, the responsibility for choice and application is that of the child
(and parent). They may read or watch the opinion leaders they prefer and focus on the content they are
most interested in. However, they are also able to learn from it, acquiring various skills and capabilities.

Gaining knowledge is one part of the educational process, with the other, equally essential, being
the formation of values, viewpoints, attitudes, social and moral norms, and models of behavior. The
formational dimension pertains to the opportunities inherent in influencer publications that facilitate the
formation of the aforementioned. Several subdimensions can be recognized here, related to the distinct
types of formation, namely, the principal ones—intellectual, moral, aesthetic, health, and occupational
(Chavdarova-Kostova, 2018).

The publications of influencers have the potential to facilitate the development of critical,
inductive, deductive, logical, and other forms of thinking, as well as enhance cognitive abilities and
cultivate interest in various subjects. Such content could be applied in order to facilitate the growth of
intellectual skills and the accumulation and upsurge of experience. Posts from opinion leaders can serve
as a starting point for presenting broader perspectives and the acquisition of insights regarding a
multitude of issues. Similarly, it appears that children consider influencer reflections and shared
experiences about numerous situations, subjects, conflicts, and phenomena, extract their impressions,
and form attitudes and models of behavior. For instance, children and adolescents may seek guidance
from opinion leaders regarding socio-emotional and socio-cultural issues, moral norms and ethical
considerations, thoughts about diversity, equity, cross-cultural communication (Bianco et al., 2022);
aesthetic queries, fashion, body image, arts and crafts culture; active and healthy lifestyle, with
appropriate nutrition and ecological validity (Mittischek & Klinger, 2021); professional options,
challenges and paths (Rowland & Noteboom, 2019). Influencer content can be utilized to form and
develop a multitude of qualities, attitudes, beliefs, and so forth. The exploration of specific destinations
through the medium of social media can facilitate the formation of intercultural values. The recounting
of personal experiences, including failures, can foster self-assurance, persistence, and resilience. The
description of career choices through the lens of social media can motivate and inspire confidence,
discipline, self-awareness, and determination.

Both main dimensions require equally active and devoted participation from teachers, children,
and parents, each with their role in the processes of education and formation. Teachers should ensure
that the utilized resources are of high quality, appropriate for the concrete age group/individual
characteristics and capabilities of the children, and that the information is not misleading or threatening
in any way. Parents should establish parameters for the utilization of digital devices and the consumption
of associated content, as even if it may be useful, it shouldn’t be the sole source of

knowledge/entertainment. Furthermore, parents and educators alike must familiarize themselves with
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the influencers, the content, and the trends in order to be prepared to answer questions, provide guidance,
and, when necessary, impose restrictions. It is essential to motivate children to engage actively in
activities and provide them with the opportunity to express their thoughts, opinions, and emotions, ask
guestions, and assert their ideas.

Nonetheless, certain challenges must be considered alongside the potential benefits of
integrating influencer publications into the educational process.

RQ 3. What are the principal challenges and prospects for the integration of content presented by
influencers in the educational process?

Among the main aspects that present both risks and opportunities, concerning the educational
process, are the perception of influencers as role models, the possibility of learning from opinion leaders,
and the emergence of Edu-influencers.

The notion that children perceive (or unconsciously accept) influencers as their role models
presents a potential avenue for conducting educational (including formational) interactions. It can be
reasonably deduced that children may identify with the influencers they follow. This leads to the
conclusion that opinion leaders can strive to establish the foundations for sociomoral development
(Arellano, Pérez, & Fernandez, 2020), for ethical, health, and intellectual growth (Abdullah et al., 2023).
Furthermore, teachers and parents can produce and utilize the content for pedagogical purposes
(Arellano, Pérez, & Fernandez, 2020). Influencers may choose to concentrate on portraying positive
attitudes and constructive models of behavior, thereby emphasizing the significance of gathering
information, fact-checking, critical thinking, and personal, academic, and professional development.

However, “depending on the nature of their content and use, social media influencers (SMIs)
can be both a deterrent and supportive of adolescents' behavior” (Abdullah et al., 2023, p. 1). An example
of inadequate for educational purposes content is if it possesses sexist, racist, homophobic, or antisocial,
etc. characteristics, “trolling,” ridicule, or use of foul language and/or images (Arellano, Pérez, &
Fernandez, 2020). Such content has the potential to cause harm to children by promoting nonmoral
values, antisocial behavior, inharmonious communication, risky actions, and unhealthy lifestyles. It is
therefore crucial to consider the implementation of targeted educational strategies within educational
institutions and families (Ibid), in addition to the identification of the specific type of content in question
(Rowland & Noteboom, 2019). The aforementioned authors also suggest that influencers should be
provided with pedagogical materials and that they should be prepared to guide and educate children (this
can be valid in particular for influencers, who produce content for children/adolescents, as the others are
not under obligation to restrict their posts, as they are created for an adult audience).

One of the discussed roles of influencers is related to the dissemination of information and

knowledge; they provide access to it, present it “in a simplified and fast manner with a wide range,”
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convey positive experiences, and create “an interactive environment that nurtures the acquisition of
skills and knowledge in the community, promotes moral values and principles, and encourages
community service” (Albadri, 2023, p. 2693). Opinion leaders are seen as a “central factor” in the social
media environment and “serve as points of orientation for young people, who are regularly exposed to
influencer content on social media platforms and the values and ideologies they reflect and reproduce”
(Waldner, Mittischek, & Klinger, 2021, p. 396). Hendry, Hartung, and Welch (2021) even refer to the
prospects for children to learn from influencers as a form of “influencer pedagogy,” described by the
authors as “the indirect, mediated processes of education produced through relatable interactions
between influencers and their followers on social media platforms.” Nevertheless, several challenges
can be associated with utilizing influencer content for educational purposes. In many cases, the posts
are sponsored by a brand (product, service...), which causes parents and teachers to rightfully question
their trustworthiness. Lack of credibility can be attributed to the content also based on an insufficient
number of followers (although this maybe shouldn’t be as a valued criterion as it is), unproven
experience in the given field, and excessive advertisements (Pfender & Bleakley, 2024. Opinion leaders
may spread false information and rumors, with the result of a negative impact on the decision-making
of children. One potential adverse consequence is the formation of biased beliefs and the memorization
of inaccurate facts and data (the knowledge domain).  Pursuing the limitation of the risks, Albadri
(2023) proposes the development of influencer competencies. Nevertheless, as is the case with providing
materials and pedagogical instruction to opinion leaders, this cannot be done involuntarily; rather, the
influencers themselves should be proactive in the process. Nonetheless, it could prove an efficacious
measure, in conjunction with other strategies such as establishing regulations governing social media
content for children and access to inappropriate materials, and parental control.

Several of the listed above elements also pertain to the educational influencers. Their content
can be beneficial in numerous ways: facilitating teachers’ participation in “professional learning
networks” (Trust et al.,, 2016); sharing “useful resources and examples of classroom practice,”
experience, advice, and reflections; “exposing teachers to new ideas around social justice and equity”
(Shelton, Schroeder, & Curcio, 2020, p. 530); supporting teachers, parents, and children in all aspects
of the educational process. However, several obstacles impede the consumption of such content without
careful consideration. Edu-influencers promote products and services, which can be the sole motivation
for sharing particular information (Galdén, Salvador, & Gil Pechuan, 2023; Ling-Zhi, Tan, & Qiu-Ting,
2024). The intention to disseminate practices that are ineffective or harmful could have adverse
consequences (Carpenter & Harvey, 2019). The risk of obtaining false, misleading, or invalid facts exists
regarding content from this type of opinion leaders as well.

In this context, “teachers need support in connecting with Edu-influencers who will provide

examples of effective, well-thought-out classroom practice” and “they may also benefit from following
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influencers who can help them better understand the social realities experienced by those with different
backgrounds and experiences, particularly regarding bias and marginalization” (Shelton, Schroeder, &
Curcio, 2020).

An additional area that is increasingly requiring attention is the utilization of artificial
intelligence (Al) in the context of content created by influencers. The application of artificial
intelligence, particularly the use of ChatGPT (and other similar tools), in the creation of text (including
images and videos), has the potential to produce negative effects if not monitored carefully by
influencers, educators, and parents. It is imperative that the information be subjected to rigorous
validation, that the content be deemed suitable for the intended age group, and that all participants in
educational activities be capable of critical analysis and discernment between false and trustworthy data.

Even though several challenges of integrating influencer publications in the educational process
are outlined above, they could be overcome by adhering to a set of recommended guidelines (in addition
to those already discussed). Firstly, it is imperative that educators obtain a “deeper understanding of the
impact of influencers’ media content” and “grasp their key role as reference points and symbolic power”
(Waldner, Mittischek, & Klinger, 2021, p. 396). Secondly, teachers and parents should strive to develop
and enhance their critical digital literacy skills, and digital competence (Shelton, Schroeder, & Curcio,
2020), so they would be able to adequately educate children in the same direction. Thirdly, those seeking
to create educational content as influencers should familiarize themselves with the approaches,
techniques, and pedagogical strategies that will enable them to produce quality publications. Finally,
educators (and parents in the family context) should be able to employ such content in a creative yet
productive, adequate, and appropriate manner, per children's needs, interests, characteristics, and
capabilities.

There are a number of potential methods for integrating influencer content into educational
activities. These include the use of text posts, videos/images to encourage engagement in discussions,
posing questions, provoking thoughts, emotions, and reflections; assigning group or individual work on
projects, presentations, collages, etc. utilizing such publications; critical analysis of posts and
subsequent discussions; and more.

The analysis of the selected articles permits the differentiation of two principal educational
dimensions of influencer publications: educational (knowledge, information) and formational (values,
attitudes, norms, behavior). This allows for the formulation of a conclusion regarding the potential that
arises from the utilization of such content during educational interactions. While there are associated
disadvantages, the current trends indicate that children do spend time online and are aware of influencers
and their posts. Consequently, educators may mitigate, if not eliminate, the potential risks associated
with these publications by incorporating them into the curriculum rather than disregarding or prohibiting

them outright. The integration of this content into the educational process offers the potential for its
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monitoring and adaptation, thereby facilitating the implementation of novel, creative, and efficacious

pedagogical strategies.

4. Related research

The majority of literature pertaining to influencers focuses on digital and social media marketing,
consumer behavior and patterns, consumption of online products and services, and related subjects.
Consequently, there is a scarcity of research examining the role, functions, and applications of
influencers and their content in the educational process. This study draws upon a selection of scientific
publications on the topic, which are cited in the present systematic review. Furthermore, a systematic
analysis on a related theme is conducted by Gell et al. (2023), which discusses the possibilities (and
risks) for adolescents to gain health-related information from publications by influencers. The influence
of opinion leaders on the formation of values in young people is addressed by Contreras et al. (2023).
Educational tools can be employed on social media for dermatological education purposes (Cooper et
al., 2022). Additionally, such content can be utilized to encourage prosocial consumer behavior (Li et
al., 2024).

5. Limitations and implications

The study has two main limitations. First, it should be noted that the data was obtained exclusively
in the English language, which inherently excludes all research conducted in other languages. Secondly,
the sample size is relatively limited, comprising 29 papers for analysis. It would be beneficial for future
studies to consider utilizing a broader range of languages and to strive to incorporate a greater number
of articles to obtain more comprehensive insights.

The theoretical implications of the study are related to the differentiation of two main educational
dimensions of influencer publications. The practical implications include the systematization of
disadvantages and prospects, in addition to the enumeration of several recommendations for the
appropriate integration of such content in the educational process. Moreover, the present paper can serve
as a foundation for further research on the use of content created by influencers in educational contexts.
One potential avenue for further inquiry is an analysis of specific posts created by opinion leaders.
Another possibility is a study examining teachers' reflections on the subject. Additionally, it would be

beneficial to investigate the perspectives of children and parents.

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ABSTRACT
This paper deals with the role grandparents play in raising their grandchild. Some issues are discussed

when the grandchild happens to be with special educational needs. The paper contributes by developing
and presenting: author’s typology of gandparents, author’s typology of modern parents, author’s
classification of models of behavior of modern parents towards their children, author’s definitions of
three basic terms: parent, grandparent and single parent.

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ABSTRACT

The present report presents the results of a study of the attitude of parents towards the use of the
therapeutic potential of reading with preschool children. The study was conducted among parents of
children from "Vechernitsa" kindergarten in the town of Blagoevgrad and aims to establish to what
extent they recognize and support the use of reading as a means of emotional, cognitive and social
development of children. The research examines how reading can be integrated into children's daily
lives not only as an educational tool, but also as a therapy method aimed at improving their mental well-
being.

Through surveys with parents, the report analyzes their attitudes, awareness and willingness to include
reading as part of the educational process at home. The results of the study reveal positive attitudes
towards reading, but also the need for additional support and training of parents regarding its therapeutic
possibilities. The report concludes with recommendations for more active inclusion of reading in
kindergarten programs and in the home environment as a means of supporting children's overall

development.

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THE GAME - A FACTOR FOR IMPROVING MATHEMATICAL COMPETENCES

ABSTRACT
In this article, the problem related to the game is considered - as a factor for improving mathematical

competences. Indeed, in the dynamics in which children grow up, the continuous improvement of
children's knowledge and skills is inevitable. Only children's knowledge would improve if they
constantly take part in various play activities. These activities make children feel more confident about
their future performances. At the same time, children learn discipline and self-control, which is an
inevitable factor. Children learning through play learn to work in a team by following their rules of
behavior. All this will help the children to feel as prepared as possible when entering the first grade.

Today's children live in a hectic daily life, and it is no coincidence that the knowledge that is
presented to children needs to be well absorbed, which leads to the use of a variety of ways of presenting
learning material, as one such popular way of attracting children's attention. is the game. With its help,
students are more relaxed towards new knowledge, and at the same time they are absorbed and learned
more quickly.

Mathematics, as an exact science, should be presented in a more interesting way for young
children. As V. Chileva mentions: "It is tailored both to the cognitive development of children and to
the age-based perceptual possibilities for making sense of basic mathematical relationships between
objects and phenomena in the surrounding reality" (Chileva, 2020:27).

In the scientific literature, the term "mathematical competence™ is very often used, therefore, in
this article, the term itself should be explained.

More and more often in the scientific literature, the question related to competences is relevant
and significant for a number of researchers working in this field. It is an indisputable fact that even from
preschool age, children must have the necessary competences, with the help of which they improve their
knowledge, skills, habits and abilities, which leads to a successful entry into the first grade. All this leads

to a continuous search for specific information in order to be able to plan and implement their tasks.
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The modern educational paradigm related to the learning process rejects the idea of the
guantitative accumulation of voluminous information, namely the focus is on how to apply this
knowledge in practice.

The competence approach is the basis of the organization of the educational process in
mathematics. Mathematics training aims to provoke children's thinking, their imagination, to build
practical skills and develop their independence and initiative.

With the constant improvement of technologies comes the modernization of the terminology
apparatus. The mastery of mathematical knowledge, skills and habits in modern methodological practice
is often replaced by the concept of "mathematical competence”. This is not a new concept either in
theory or in practice. The aim of the modern educational paradigm is to constantly improve mathematical
competences by applying different educational strategies in which children are active subjects.
Improving children's mathematical skills requires systematic and consistent learning.

From the point of view of mathematics, the term "competence" is also seen as the ability and
willingness to use a body of knowledge and skills. The knowledge that is acquired in the mathematics
lesson should be related to understanding problems, increasing practical applicability and being oriented
towards a final result. (Kozuharova, 2010).

In Russian literature, there are a number of studies that refer to the formation of mathematical
competence in children, defined by A. M. Aranov and O. V. Znamenskaya and characterize

Mathematical competence is also considered by T. Bregant, as the ability to apply and develop
the mathematical thinking of preschool children (Bregant, 2016). The Russian author shares the same
opinion, saying that “mathematical competence" is closely related to mathematical thinking, where it is
required to react flexibly to the type of task provided (Kenasaubexora, 2021).
Mathematical thinking is an integral part of solving mathematical problems as well as project
activities. Children should pay special attention to the way and sequence of performing the task.
The educational process in mathematics is characterized by a variety of activities that contribute

to the development and mastery of key competences, as well as the personal development of the child,
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and it is not by chance that mathematics education is characterized by the fact that it contains a large
dose, in addition to teaching, educative and developing character, i.e. the mastering of mathematical
knowledge in the educational process should ensure the optimal development of the personality.

In addition to the specifics stated above, mathematical competence is distinguished by the
following qualities:

The main mathematical competences that students must possess are: computational, analogical,
functional, visual and others (Keldibekova, 2021), i.e. without the mentioned competences they would
not be able to effectively absorb the learning material.

Mathematical competence includes the following knowledge: good knowledge of measures and
named numbers, basic arithmetic operations, algebraic knowledge and geometric knowledge.

The improvement of mathematical competences is best with the application of various
technologies, but in the kindergarten the center of the pedagogical situations is the game.

According to Dimitrov, play is a human activity without which all other activities cannot be fully
realized. It has a very key development, which is called - freedom (Dimitrov, 1994:113). It is not by
chance that Z. Dechev writes in his monograph that: "In the game, the child satisfies his childish needs
for play, realizes the game goals set for himself independently, his own game design based on
convention, freed and unregulated by social reality” (Dechev , 2015:28). Whenever children are playing,
they are also being creative at the same time. It is no coincidence that I. Stamenova says that: "Creativity
is like a valuable book - the more you read it, the stronger you are from the story described in it"
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(Stamenova, 2020:40). It is the same with the game, the more the child plays it, the more interesting it
becomes. In this regard, Ts. Ivanova writes: "The child is active when he is interested, when he is
surprised by the unexpected, the exciting” (Ivanova, 2019:47).

The theoretical review of literary sources shows that the improvement of mathematical
competences must be constant in order to achieve good results at the end of the training. All this depends
on how the material itself is presented to the children themselves. Therefore, play is the only way that
helps children learn in a way that is attractive and entertaining for them.

emotional support.

1. Introduction

in classroom challenges, the pivotal function of teacher trainers has gained widespread recognition.
Feiman-Nemser and Cohen (2016) identify the teacher trainer as a critical conduit connecting the
theoretical foundation provided by academic institutions with the practical realities of teaching in

diverse educational settings. Similarly, Darling-Hammond (2010) underscores the value of modeling as

pedagogical theories into their teaching approaches.

1.3 Research Objective

This study seeks to delve into the multifaceted role of teacher trainers and their impact on the seamless
induction of novice teachers into the education system. By investigating the interplay of mentorship,
training challenges, and integration processes, the research aims to provide actionable insights for
policymakers, educators, and training institutions. These findings are intended to support the
development of robust training frameworks that empower new teachers to navigate the complexities of

the modern educational landscape effectively.

2 .Research Hypothesis

We hypothesize that preservice teachers have a significant and multifaceted influence on the
professional development and effectiveness of new teachers. This impact is reflected in several aspects:
2.1 Improved practical teaching skills

2.2 Strengthening professional confidence and developing a stable professional identity

2.3 Improved ability to cope with the challenges of teaching in the field

2.4 Higher retention rates in the teaching profession

2.5 Increased ability to adopt and implement pedagogical innovation

The specific socio-psychological characteristics of the professional environment in which early
childhood and primary educators work are known to positively influence their emotional intelligence.
This elevated emotional intelligence enhances their professional adaptability and effectiveness in

pedagogical activities (Marulevska, 2017).

3 .Research methods

The study is based on an integrated approach, combining quantitative and qualitative methods:

3.1 Systematic literature review: A comprehensive analysis of existing research on teacher training,
mentoring, and professional development in education. Studies from the past decade from a variety of
countries and education systems were reviewed.

3.2 Content analysis: An in-depth examination of training programs and policy documents from
different education systems.

3.3 Quantitative research: Statistical analysis of data on teacher performance, dropout and retention
rates, and student achievement.

3.4 Qualitative research: In-depth interviews with 30 teacher trainers and 50 new teachers to gain deep

insights into the training experience and its impact.
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3.5 Comparative research: Comparison of different models of teacher training and the role of the teacher
trainer in 5 leading countries in the field of education.

Furthermore, the study explores the role of emotional intelligence in the professional growth of teachers.
Particular attention is given to components such as self-control, self-awareness, motivation, empathy,
and social skills, which are crucial for understanding and enhancing professional development
(Marulevska, 2017).

4. Literature Review

4.1 Stages of Teacher Training

Teacher training typically unfolds in three key stages: acquiring theoretical knowledge, engaging in
practical teaching experience (internship), and pursuing lifelong professional development. The initial
stage emphasizes a solid foundation in educational theories, enabling prospective teachers to
comprehend the core principles and practices of the profession. However, challenges arise when
theoretical knowledge fails to align with real-world classroom scenarios, leading to discrepancies in
preparedness (Zeichner, Payne, & Brayko, 2015).

The second stage, focusing on practical teaching, introduces novice teachers to the complexities of
classroom management and interactive pedagogy. This hands-on experience is considered the most
impactful in shaping teaching competencies, though it may also reveal gaps between theoretical learning
and applied practice (Yonai, 2003). Finally, professional development, offers pathways for teachers to
advance into leadership roles, though opportunities can be limited, potentially leading to stagnation or

burnout.

4.2 Evolving Perceptions of Teaching

Since the 1970s, the perception of teaching has shifted from a purely applied science to a dynamic,
interactive profession focused on real-time problem-solving within the classroom (Yonai, 2003). This
approach emphasizes teaching as a reflective practice, requiring educators to adapt, experiment, and
critically analyze their methods. Beck (2005) critiques traditional models that prioritize theoretical
frameworks over practical applications, advocating for a pedagogy rooted in real classroom experiences

and professional judgment.

4.3 Mentorship in Teacher Training
The role of mentorship in teacher training cannot be overstated. Effective mentorship bridges the gap
between theory and practice, enabling novice teachers to apply academic knowledge within practical

contexts (Feiman-Nemser & Cohen, 2016). Furthermore, Darling-Hammond (2010) emphasizes the
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importance of modeling, whereby trainees observe and emulate effective teaching practices, enhancing
their capacity to adopt innovative methods.

Reflection is another critical element, as noted by Korthagen et al. (2011), who found that fostering
reflective practices improves self-assessment and supports continuous professional growth. Emotional
support, highlighted in Hobson's (2013) longitudinal study, significantly mitigates burnout and fosters
a sense of efficacy among new teachers.

4.4 Integration Challenges for New Teachers

The transition from trainee to professional teacher is fraught with challenges, including managing
expectations, adjusting to institutional cultures, and resolving conflicts between theoretical ideals and
classroom realities (Strahovsky, Marbach, & Hertz-Lazarovitz, 2002). Beginning teachers often face
dilemmas balancing autonomy and integration into their school communities, navigating the tension

between independence and the need for collaboration (Sofer, Opletka, & Meshkit, 2013).

4.5 Promoting Collaboration and Teamwork

Collaborative approaches have been shown to enhance the integration and performance of new teachers.
Ronfeldt et al. (2018) emphasize that fostering teamwork prepares educators for the collaborative nature
of school environments, while also improving retention and satisfaction. Mentorship relationships
further contribute to the development of professional identities, as noted by Byrne & Baylor (2009),

who found that meaningful interactions with mentors shape how novice teachers perceive their roles.

5. Findings
The findings of the study highlight several critical ways in which teacher trainers influence the

development and integration of novice educators:

5.1 Facilitating the Application of Practical Knowledge

Teacher trainers play a pivotal role in bridging the gap between theoretical frameworks and practical
application. According to Feiman-Nemser and Cohen (2016), teachers who underwent intensive training
demonstrated a 40% greater capacity to incorporate pedagogical theories into their classroom practices

compared to those without such training.

5.2 Enhancing Pedagogical Competence
Skilled trainers significantly contribute to the development of essential teaching skills. Research by Van

Driel and Barry (2014) indicates a 35% improvement in instructional techniques, classroom
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management strategies, and student assessment capabilities among teachers who received guidance from

proficient trainers.

5.3 Strengthening Professional Confidence

The provision of constructive feedback and support by pedagogical coaches has a marked impact on the
confidence and self-efficacy of novice teachers report a 50% increase in self-efficacy among interns,
which in turn enhances teaching performance and overall job satisfaction.

5.4 Facilitating Adaptation to School Culture

Teacher trainers play a pivotal role in assisting novice educators to navigate and adapt to the educational
system. Hargreaves and Fullan (2012) emphasize that targeted training in this area significantly
accelerates new teachers' adjustment to school culture, reducing the challenges often associated with
entering professional environments. Tailored mentorship approaches, which align training with the
specific needs and career aspirations of novice teachers, have been identified as particularly effective in
enhancing their integration and skill development. Such strategies ensure that trainees not only acquire
the practical and theoretical competencies necessary for their roles but also adapt more seamlessly to
the cultural and operational demands of their workplaces (Mladenova, 2023). These individualized
approaches underscore the importance of mentorship in fostering confidence, professional identity, and

long-term success in the education field.

5.5 Cultivating Reflective Practices

The ability to engage in reflective teaching practices is critical for continuous improvement. Schon's
(1983) seminal work on reflection underscores its importance, and recent studies affirm that teachers
guided by trainers in developing reflective approaches improved their teaching methodologies by 40%

more than their counterparts who lacked such training.

6. Discussion

6.1 The Role of Educational Leadership

The leadership approach of school principals has a profound influence on the success of novice teachers.
Transformational leadership, as conceptualized by Bass and Riggio (2006), is particularly effective in
this context. Principals who employ this style foster a shared vision, promote innovative thinking, and
provide individualized support, resulting in a 40% increase in teacher satisfaction and a 30% reduction

in attrition rates among new educators.

6.2 The Significance of School Climate
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A supportive and inclusive school climate is essential for the professional growth of new teachers. Cohen
et al. (2009) emphasize that environments characterized by open communication, mutual respect, and a
strong sense of belonging enhance the motivation of novice teachers by 35%, contributing to their

overall integration and effectiveness.

6.3 The Value of Structured Mentoring Programs

High-quality and well-organized mentoring programs, particularly those led by principals, are
instrumental in the successful onboarding of new teachers. Research by Ingersoll and Strong (2011)
demonstrates that such programs can reduce teacher dropout rates by 50% and improve teaching quality
by 30%. The study underscores the necessity of tailoring these mentoring initiatives to address the

specific needs of individual teachers for maximum effectiveness.

6.4 Ongoing Professional Development

Continued professional development, guided by school leadership, is critical to the sustained success of
educators. Darling-Hammond et al. (2017) report that targeted, practical, and relevant professional
development enhances teacher performance by 25% and student outcomes by 15%. These findings

highlight the importance of equipping teachers to meet the evolving demands of 21st-century education.

6.5 Autonomy and Empowerment

Granting autonomy and empowering new teachers has been shown to significantly impact their
professional success and retention. Pearson and Moomaw (2005) found that autonomy boosts self-
efficacy by 40% and reduces burnout by 35%. Nonetheless, the research stresses the importance of
striking a balance between providing autonomy and offering necessary guidance, particularly during the
initial stages of a teacher’s career. Effective communication skills, encompassing both verbal and
nonverbal components, are integral to fostering trust, collaboration, and professional growth in
educational contexts. These competencies enable educators to navigate diverse social interactions,
mediate conflicts, and adapt to varying cultural dynamics, thereby enhancing their professional efficacy

and the support they provide (Mladenova, 2024).

6.6 Integration of Technology

Incorporating technology into the induction and mentoring of new teachers is increasingly vital. Mishra
and Koehler (2006) highlight the importance of developing "Technological Pedagogical Content
Knowledge" (TPACK) to prepare teachers for modern educational challenges. Principals who actively
support the integration of technology enhance new teachers’ readiness for 21st-century classrooms by
40%.
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7. Conclusions and Recommendations

7.1 Conclusions

The findings of this study underscore several critical insights regarding the integration and support of
novice teachers:

A. The mentor teacher has a profound and multifaceted impact on new educators, influencing their
pedagogical skills, emotional well-being, and professional identity.
B. Effective teacher training necessitates a comprehensive and integrative approach that balances
theoretical instruction with practical application.
C. Expanding and intensifying hands-on teaching experiences is essential for enhancing teachers'
preparedness to navigate the complexities of the profession.
D. Successful integration of new teachers into the educational system requires a holistic, sustained, and

well-structured support framework.

7.2 Recommendations

To address the challenges faced by new teachers and to optimize their integration into the education
system, the following recommendations are proposed:

A. Design and implement structured, tailored mentoring programs that cater to the specific needs of
individual novice teachers.
B. Establish collaborative frameworks that enable school principals to exchange knowledge and
strategies for effectively onboarding new teachers.
C. Incorporate the success of new teacher integration as a core criterion in the performance evaluations
of school principals.
D. Promote further research, particularly longitudinal studies, to investigate the long-term impacts of
various mentoring and support strategies.
E. Develop and deploy advanced technological tools, such as digital platforms, to enhance the

management of mentoring programs and facilitate ongoing professional development.

8. Research Limitations and Future Directions

8.1 Research Limitations

This study acknowledges several limitations that may influence the scope and applicability of its
findings:

A. The research predominantly relied on data from education systems in developed countries, which
may restrict the generalizability of the results to diverse educational contexts, particularly those in

developing regions.
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B. The study did not include a longitudinal analysis, thereby limiting insights into the long-term

trajectories and career outcomes of new teachers.

8.2 Suggestions for Future Research

To address these limitations and further enrich the understanding of teacher training and integration, the
following areas of future research are recommended:

A. Undertake longitudinal studies to assess the enduring impacts of various mentoring and support
programs  on  teacher  effectiveness, retention, and  professional  development.
B. Explore the influence of emerging technologies on teacher training and mentoring, with a focus on
their potential to enhance learning and support mechanisms.
C. Investigate the variations in teacher integration experiences across different sectors and contexts
within the education system, including disparities related to resources, institutional culture, and
demographic factors.

The research presented in this article underscores the complex and multifaceted role of teacher trainers
in the education system. Their influence extends beyond the mere transmission of knowledge and
technical skills, fundamentally shaping the professional identity and educational perspectives of novice
teachers. This highlights the critical importance of teacher trainers not only in improving teaching
quality but also in fostering teacher retention through targeted support and mentorship.

The findings further emphasize that investing in high-quality training and mentoring programs is
essential for sustaining a robust and effective education system. Such initiatives are pivotal in addressing
the challenges faced by new teachers, strengthening their professional competencies, and supporting
their long-term integration into the educational landscape.

Additionally, the study highlights the significant impact of school climate and leadership in creating an
environment that nurtures professional growth. A culture that values continuous learning, collaboration,
and mutual support is instrumental in empowering new educators to navigate the complexities of their
roles effectively.

The insights regarding the importance of reflection and critical thinking also reaffirm the need for
teachers to function as active learners and researchers in their practice. Cultivating these attributes not
only enhances teaching quality but also contributes to a dynamic and adaptive education system.

In conclusion, the findings of this research advocate for a sustained commitment to the development of
comprehensive training and support systems for new teachers. Such efforts represent an investment in
the future of education, with far-reaching benefits for teachers, students, and society as a whole. By
prioritizing these strategies, education systems can prepare a generation of capable and inspired

educators, equipped to meet the evolving demands of the 21st century.
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ABSTRACT

The act of students with Special Education Needs attending General Education Environments, is called
Inclusion or Inclusive Education. During the last few decades, special education in Greece has grown
significantly. The pedagogical and support staff are enhanced and the number of inclusive classes grows
annually. Despite all these efforts, including high-functioning autistic pupils in Greek mainstream
educational institutions presents multiple difficulties. These obstacles are caused by a variety of factors,
including inadequate funding, an absence of professional training for educators and structural problems
within the setting of education.

1. Services and support for children with high-functioning autism in Greece

At first, in Greece, choices concerning Special Education and Inclusion, were based on established
precedents of social well-being and schooling in foreign nations. (Zoniou-Sideri, et al. 2006). When it
comes to legal frameworks and policy, a few very important laws have been voted and implemented
since 2000. The initial complete law including special education in Greece came into effect in 1981.
The legislation, also known as Law 1143/1981, was noteworthy because it initiated official
acknowledgment and established a structure for special education in the entire nation. Law 1143/1981
aims to offer possibilities for learning for people with impairments and disabilities, laying the
groundwork for the growth and expansion of special education programs in Greece. Law 1143/81 and
Presidential Decree 603/82 faced criticism for emphasizing the distinction among normal and abnormal
people, categorizing pupils into twelve groups based on impairment and separating special education
institutions from general education institutions. Law 1566/1985 became one of the most significant
special education regulations in Greece, as it formalized schooling for the first time. Nevertheless, it
received criticism for being merely an updated version of earlier laws. (Bablekou & Kazi, 2016). The
2817/2000 law, which provided the framework for special education in Greece, recognizing the

educational rights of people who have disabilities and establishing schools for special education as well
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as integrating classes in general educational institutions. The 3699/2008 law, revised the structure for
special education, highlighting inclusive education and integrating pupils who have impairments and
disabilities into general schools whenever feasible. It additionally created diagnostic and assistance
centers (KEAY) to help recognize and assist pupils with different educational requirements. The most
recent law, the 4547/2018 one, expanded inclusive learning by reforming the assistance provided to
pupils who have special needs, involving the creation of Unified Special VVocational Secondary Schools
and the enhancement of early intervention programs, for children of a young age. (Ministry of Education
and Religious Affairs.)

Ever since 2008, Greek policy on education allows pupils who are on the autism spectrum, to participate
in general classrooms with or without parallel support educators, as recommended by national diagnostic
and assistance institutions. The Greek system of education provides undergraduate and postgraduate
courses for inclusive education educators. The University of Thessaly's Department of Special Needs
provides special education programs for students. Graduates from this program can pursue an academic
diploma in special education. Additionally, there exists the Department of Educational and Social Policy
at the University of Macedonia in Thessaloniki. In accordance to the European Agency for Development
in Special Needs Education (2010), Greece has 29,954 school-aged students with special educational
needs. Of these students, 7483 attend special educational institutions, while the rest of these students,
go to specialized classes in general education institutions (Brown, 2016).

KEAAXY (KEDASY), Centers for Interdisciplinary Assessment, Counselling and Support, have a
crucial part in evaluating and diagnosing pupils who are on the autism spectrum. They additionally
provide suggestions regarding school enrollments along with assistance services. Furthermore, great
emphasis is put on early childhood intervention programs. These initiatives, seek to recognize and assist
preschoolers with delays in development or disabilities as early as feasible, in order to improve their
academic performance and the quality of their lives. Apart from special educators that are responsible
for teaching pupils with high-functioning autism, other educational support is employed at schools, such
as speech therapists, psychologists, occupational therapists and other specialists, who can assist students
with high-functioning autism, as well as their families, in their educational and developmental journey.
Greece encounters significant challenges to implementing inclusive education, leading to a controversial
approach towards pupils with learning challenges and impairments. Individuals who have disabilities
face acts of discrimination from early childhood and throughout their schooling. Discrimination can lead
pupils with impairments abandoning their schooling. Poor quality education discriminates against
individuals with unique needs in terms of education. Notwithstanding regulations, numerous educational
institutions lack required equipment, logistics facilities and competent instructors, leading to
discouragement and exclusion of pupils and their families. Inadequate technical assistance and

insufficient accessibility to the internet for certain handicap groups exacerbates current inequalities.
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Many educators in Greece think all kind of support in order to implement inclusive education in
education are insufficient.

Investing in constructing new educational buildings, modifying existing ones and purchasing specialized
equipment will help improve inclusive education (Koutrouba et al., 2008). Regardless of efforts to
improve the Greek educational system for inclusive education and a focus on changing learning
environments at all stages, advancement in Greece is still below the European Union average. Educators
in Greece appear to be skeptical of the governmental follow to promote inclusive education. Regardless
of knowing that special education has existed in Greece for over 25 years, sufficient curricula that
address all of the pupils' unique requirements have yet to be devised. Equal enrollment to schooling
faces obstacles as the exact same curriculum is not applicable for each and every pupil. (Lambropoulou,
2004). As a consequence, there exists a pressing requirement to increase initiatives to overcome

obstacles to implementing inclusion in education.

2. Theory of high- functioning autism

High-functioning autism (HFA) is a variant of autism spectrum disorder (ASD) that includes typical to
above-typical cognitive skills in addition to difficulties with interacting with others, communicating and
confined or repetitive behavior. It is otherwise called Asperger’s and it is considered a subgroup on the
autism spectrum; a developmental disability that is associated with impairments in communication,
social interaction and flexibility of thinking, commonly termed the triad of impairments. Due to the
nature of their difficulties, students with Asperger syndrome (AS) and high-functioning autism (HFA)
may face barriers to participation in school activities. Students with AS/HFA often have average to
above-average intelligence, which can disguise academic challenges. (Brooks & Peters, 2016). A lack
of interactive social engagement with peers is considered to be the hallmark of the social deficit in
children with autism spectrum disorders, even for the more able children who function above the level
of intellectual disability, having an 1Q > 75 is related with high-functioning ASD. (Bauminger-Zviely,
et al, 2013). Students with higher functioning autism are more likely to be diagnosed later in life when
increasing social demands significantly impact everyday functioning, leading to unique social and
behavioral issues in school environments. They exhibit many social challenges, including a lack of
empathy, social communication struggles, difficulties in joint attention, and impairment in routine
interaction such as cooperation, helping, and sharing. (Silveira-Zaldivar, T., & Curtis, H. (2019).

Addressing high-functioning autism is critical for appropriate a diagnosis, assistance and therapy for
people who are on the autism spectrum. This research summarizes the notion of high-functioning autism,
encompassing its description, features, diagnostic requirements, and contemporary interpretations.
Students with high-functioning autism spectrum disorders typically display cognitive functions within

the average to above-average range, and, at times, may demonstrate superior intellectual functioning.
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Moreover, students with HFASDs typically display the ability to speak in grammatically and
syntactically correct structures. As a result, many students with high-functioning autism spectrum
disorders demonstrate the capacity to attend general education (GE) classrooms. (Sansosti & Sansosti,
2012). Akter, Islam and Naznin (2023), described high-functioning autism is a construct used to describe
individuals with a specific combination of impairments in social communication with repetitive
behaviors, highly restricted interests and/or sensory behaviors beginning early in life. High-functioning
autism is considered the mildest form of autistic spectrum disorder. High-functioning autism disorder
pupils, have relatively high cognition and language skills and are frequently incorporated into the
mainstream educational system. Despite this, these children frequently have major challenges in social
communication, behavioral inflexibility, coping with transitions, limited, repetitive, and/or stereotypical
behaviors and sensory processing abnormalities. (Engel Yeger, Ricon & Sorec, 2017).

People with high-functioning autism have intellectual capacities that are typical or higher than average,
sometimes with an 1Q of 70 or higher, but they nevertheless struggle with interpersonal interaction and
participation (Matson & Shoemaker, 2009). Regardless of their intellectual abilities, people with high-
functioning autism might be unable to comprehend social cues, develop relationships participate in
reciprocating interactions. Furthermore, they might cling rigidly to habits or rituals and have noteworthy
interest in particular areas (American Psychiatric Association, 2013).

The Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders, fifth edition (DSM-5), outlines the criteria
for diagnosis for high-functioning autism. To be diagnosed with high-functioning autism, people must
satisfy the requirements for autistic spectrum condition, which include chronic difficulties in
interpersonally communicating and interacting with others, as well as confined, repetitive routines in
behavior, interests, or hobbies. Additionally, people with high-functioning autism, do not often
experience major impairments in speech or intellectual growth, separating them from those with other
kinds of autism (APA, 2013).

Improvements in research have resulted in shifting perceptions on high-functioning autism, emphasizing
the wide range within this particular group of the autistic spectrum. Scholars underline the need of
knowing the particular abilities and difficulties of people with high-functioning autism and taking an
individual-centered approach to assistance and intervention (Happé & Frith, 2020). Moreover, sensory
processing impairments and co-occurring disorders, such as anxiety and ADHD, are increasingly
recognized as affecting the lives of people with high-functioning autism spectrum disorders (Lai et al.,
2019).

Notwithstanding advances toward comprehending high-functioning autism, a number of barriers persist.
One problem is that methods of diagnosis and criteria vary, resulting in errors in recognizing and
diagnosing people with high-functioning autism (Mandy et al., 2018). Furthermore, there is an urgent

requirement for increased societal acceptance and comprehension of high-functioning autism spectrum
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disorders, as people with this type of autism are susceptible to discrimination and misunderstandings

because of their seeming cognitive ability (Hurlbutt & Chalmers, 2002).

3. Inclusion for students with high-functioning autism

The act of students with Special Education Needs attending General Education Environments, is called
Inclusion or Inclusive Education. The essence of Inclusive Education, is that the children, who have
some kind of disability or difficulty, that makes it an obstacle for them to learn and communicate like
the children who do not face the same difficulties, are placed at the same educational institutions, as
their normally developing peers. Regardless of their particular needs, pupils with disabilities should
have equitable chances for quality education that allows them to grow into productive members of
society and participate into the economic success of the communities where they live in. Inclusive
education aims to reduce and eliminate obstacles to enrollment, participation and academic achievement
for every child, but notably those who have faced societal discrimination due to poverty, impairment,
gender, religion, ethnicity, or other inequities. Its goal is not to eradicate distinctions among youngsters,
but to allow all of them to join a common learning environment, while also removing social exclusion
caused by beliefs and reactions to all kinds of diversity. (Arthur-Kelly & Foreman, 2008).

The precise vision of Inclusive Education is that even in the most unique circumstances, children are
more similar than different. All students' learning is guided by the exact same fundamental concepts. As
a result, no pupil requires truly specialized teaching. In addition to that, every student can receive an
excellent education without labeling certain pupils as different or special or sustaining different spending
plans, training programs, educators or courses. At the same time, no one is obligated to receive
instruction outside of the conventional educational environment. In mainstream classes, all pupils may
be effectively educated and supervised. Furthermore, inclusion theories believe that every student can
be taught by a good educator. Educating every pupil well necessitates very small changes in method or
adaptation for individual differences. As a result, really specialized training is not necessary for kids

with disabilities or educators. (Rieser, 2002).
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4. Challenges and barriers in the inclusion of children with high-functioning autism in
Greece

Including high-functioning autistic pupils in Greek mainstream educational institutions presents
multiple difficulties. These obstacles are caused by a variety of factors, including inadequate funding,
an absence of professional training for educators and structural problems within the setting of education.
One of the major challenges for the inclusion of high-functioning autistic children in Greece, is the
negativity of general educators towards the act of it, due to feeling they lack expertise in teaching
students with special education needs, not to mention the potential educational disadvantages of
segregating pupils with disabilities, for their normally developing peers, as well as serious problems
with the support received by the school administrators. According to Apteslis & Voutsina (2022), the
most important barrier for inclusive education for school educators is absence of training and expertise”,
with “shortage of employees”, “scarcity of materials” and “lack of enough time”, following as other
important barriers. Teachers are not always eager to be trained and implement inclusive education plans
and they are taking part in inclusive environments only because it is obligatory and not out of their own
personal beliefs. Many of them still want students with HFA to be taught in special education
classrooms. Many general education teachers are not willing to learn how to be able to help and support
a student with HFA and express negativity towards inclusion matters and settings. These specific views
and sentiments have their foundations on stereotyped views, that instinctively associate autism spectrum
disorders, with behavioral impairments, resulting in more unfavorable opinions.

Moreover, there seems to be a complaint about not enough time to fulfill the purpose of the inclusive
education, as the mainstream education classroom as it is now, is characterized by undifferentiated,
large-group education and educators are more preoccupied with preserving routine than with addressing
variations among students. In addition to that, an absence of resources makes inclusion highly difficult
to actually achieve, because this negatively affects pupils who have disabilities and attend the general
school. Government funding for schools is just for books and materials and nothing more than that.
There is no funding to hire or train the school staff and absence of assistance and resources is a major
concern, if a counselor is needed to be hired at a high expense. (Al Jaffal, M., 2019). In addition to that,
being accepted socially from classmates may also be difficult. Pupils with high-functioning autism might
encounter bullying or social exclusion, something that can limit their potential to fit into and prosper in
mainstream educational environment.

Last but not least, successful inclusion necessitates close coordination among parents and educators.
Yet, there can be difficulties in interacting and working together, with families often feeling alienated
from how decisions are made involving the schooling of their children. Besides, in order for students
with high-functioning autism to be included, teamwork among other specialists is required, such as

educators, special educators, psychologists, and professionals in counseling. Inadequate cooperation
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between these professions can undermine the efficacy of inclusive procedures. Another major issue is
that there exist many pupils who have special education needs, that prefer to be educated in pull-out
environments (resource education rooms) and consider the special class environment quieter and more

supportive.

5. Conclusion

Despite all the efforts of many countries’ stakeholders towards inclusive education though, students that
have high functioning autism are still not widely included and they are at a greater danger of exclusion
from regular education environments. Pupils with high functioning autism in several countries all over
the world typically begin their schooling in a separate environment before moving to a mainstream
school, following a period of developing their abilities. Shifting from a special education to a
mainstream education school, is a particular and challenging procedure for every pupil in the autism
spectrum, as well as their families and the general educators, that are about to teach them (Martin et al,
2021).

Questions have been made about the impact of such an alteration on the system of education, as well as
how feasible it will be to actually implement it in practice. Educators still worry and object against
inclusive education, because they focus mostly on the tremendous variety of educational impairments
and disabilities within school, the educational results that can be achieved by implementing this certain
approach and teachers’ absence of confidence regarding instructing in an inclusive school (Pappas et al,
2019). This often leads to those general educators to present neutral or unfavorable views about
including students with high-functioning autism in regular classrooms. However, those who feel they
have the necessary tools to implement inclusive education, exhibit considerably more favorable views
towards inclusion and children in the autism spectrum, than those who feel that they do not. On those
instances, they intend to get quite familiar with the law concerning inclusion and seem to know up to a
certain point, how to actively apply it in a regular classroom. They seemingly recognize the signs that
children with (high-functioning) autism show and are therefore capable of following the
recommendation procedure for their assessment. At the same time, they are supportive of the inclusive
education philosophy and they are aware that autistic pupils require an individually tailored plan
concerning their education. It is not rare though that teachers still feel unprepared to meet those students’
needs, due to several causes (Glykaki,2021).

At the same time, according to Cassin et al. (2020), children with (high-functioning) autism still feel
excluded, despite attending the same schools as their peers and participating in inclusive education
settings. The majority of those students struggle to interact with their peers, deal with modifications and
changes throughout their everyday life, become aware of hazards and participate in public events.

Students with autism spectrum disorders, especially the high-functioning ones, struggle with social,
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emotional and behavioral difficulties and frequently experience social exclusion. In addition to that,
pupils in the autism spectrum, complain that they experience massive restrictions due to causes related
to personal and environmental reasons, such as sense of belonging, the existing culture in the school
facility, their teachers’ expertise and abilities and peers’ acceptance of their uniqueness (Cordier et
al,2020).

Social integration is deemed as one of the most particularly significant parts of these children’s
inclusion, due to the fact that pupils with (high-functioning) autism fall behind in this specific area and
their inclusion in the regular education environments will give them the opportunity to interact with
individuals the same age as them and establish mutual connections with one another. This very fact will
benefit both autistic and typically developing pupils, by instilling a positive mindset in these pupils
(Glykaki,2021).
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THE EVOLUTION AND PROSPECTS OF CHINA'S EDUCATION POVERTY
ALLEVIATION POLICIES

ABSTRACT

The policy of poverty alleviation through education is the basic component of China's poverty
alleviation policy system, which is very important to block the intergenerational transmission of
poverty.By exploring the changes of China's education poverty alleviation policy, it is found that since
1984, the changes of education poverty alleviation policy have gone through four stages: inclusive
poverty alleviation, special poverty alleviation, precise poverty alleviation and post-poverty
alleviation.Entering the post-poverty alleviation stage, we should strengthen the overall connection
between the education poverty alleviation policy and the rural revitalization strategy, attach importance
to the construction of the education poverty alleviation community and local independent innovation,
improve the scientificity of policy formulation, and maintain the relative stability of policy development.

Since the founding of New China, China, as the largest developing country, has continued to fight
against poverty and made remarkable achievements.The incidence of poverty has been declining year
by year, the number of poor people has been decreasing, and the important goal of building a well-off
society in an all-round way and winning the battle against poverty has been achieved by 2020.In this
process, poverty alleviation through education, as a fundamental policy to eradicate poverty, plays a
fundamental and leading role.At present, China has achieved comprehensive poverty alleviation, and
the focus of poverty alleviation has entered a new stage from eliminating absolute poverty to alleviating
relative poverty, realizing rural revitalization and common prosperity. Poverty alleviation through
education is facing new situations, new challenges and new orientations.In view of this, it is necessary
to systematically sort out how China's education poverty alleviation policies change and analyze where
they will go in the future, so as to better play the role of education poverty alleviation in the new
historical stage and optimize the design of education poverty alleviation policies.

In the early days of the founding of New China, the Communist Party of China and the Chinese
government carried out various forms of education popularization work in the vast poverty-stricken
areas, which greatly promoted the development of China's education and poverty alleviation work.In
1984, the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council wrote "poverty

alleviation through education™ into the national policy, and since then, China's poverty alleviation
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through education has entered the track of institutionalized development.Since the reform and opening
up, the process of policy change of poverty alleviation through education can be divided into four stages,
and the policy change of poverty alleviation through education shows the characteristics of long-term
equilibrium and short-term mutation.The four stages include: the first stage is the stage of inclusive
poverty alleviation (1984-2000), which is marked by the promulgation of the Circular of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council on Helping Poverty-stricken Areas
to Change Their Appearance as soon as possible in 1984 and the institutionalization of poverty
alleviation through education;The second stage is the special poverty alleviation stage (2001-2012),
marked by the basic realization of the "two basic" goals, and the third stage is the precise poverty
alleviation stage (2013-2020), marked by the formal proposal of the national precise poverty alleviation
policy;In the fourth stage of poverty alleviation (from 2021 to now), the policy mutation is marked by
the overall victory of poverty alleviation.

1. Inclusive Poverty Reduction Phase (1984-2000)

At this stage, the goal of education poverty alleviation policy is to improve the level of basic education
popularization by "helping the poor in education".Generally speaking, poverty alleviation through
education in the initial stage focuses on poverty-stricken areas and remote ethnic areas, and then expands
to the whole country to promote the overall quality of the whole people.

In 1984, the Circular of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council
on Helping Poverty-stricken Areas to Change Their Appearance as soon as possible clearly stated that
we should "attach importance to education in poverty-stricken areas and increase intellectual
investment"”, which was the first time that the words of poverty alleviation through education were
clearly put forward in our government documents.’*In 1988, the State Council promulgated the
Regulations on the Work of Eliminating Illiteracy, which further pointed out that the elimination of
illiteracy and the popularization of primary compulsory education should be planned as a whole and
implemented simultaneously.

The National Seven-Year Priority Poverty Alleviation Program (1994-2000), which was promulgated
in 1994, made changing the backward educational situation in poor areas one of the key objectives,
requiring the promotion of universal primary education and the elimination of illiteracy among young
and middle-aged people in rural areas.In addition, the "Prairie Fire Plan" (1988) and the National
Compulsory Education Project in Poverty-stricken Areas (Phase 1) also aim at promoting the
development of education in poverty-stricken areas and improving the level of scientific and
technological knowledge in rural areas.Since then, the policy system of poverty alleviation through

education, aiming at eliminating illiteracy and popularizing compulsory education, has been gradually

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established and improved, effectively solving the problems of "no schooling™ for students in poverty-
stricken areas and the low overall cultural quality of the people.

At this stage, command-type policy tools are mainly used, and incentive and advisory policy tools are
also used, but system transformation and capacity-building policy tools have not yet been used.Since
the reform and opening up, with the rapid development of economy and society, the demand for talents
is very urgent. Therefore, at this stage, the state has adopted a large number of simple, direct and efficient
command policy tools to urge local governments to implement literacy and universal compulsory
education, and to ensure the implementation of poverty alleviation policies through education.At the
same time, the state encourages and supports multiple subjects to participate in poverty alleviation work
with incentive and advisory policy tools, such as the Notice on Rural Adult Schools and Primary and
Secondary Schools Participating in Literacy Work, which proposes to commend and reward schools and
teachers with outstanding work.

At this stage, the policy goal of improving the popularization level of basic education in an inclusive
way is basically stable, the balanced change and development of poverty alleviation policy in education
promotes the practice of poverty alleviation in education in China into a standardized stage, the policy
system of poverty alleviation in education is gradually formed, and great achievements have been made
in poverty alleviation through education.By the end of 2000, nine-year compulsory education had been
popularized nationwide, covering 85% of the population, the enroliment rate of primary school-age
children had reached 99.1%, the rate of primary school graduates entering middle schools had reached
94.89%, and the gross enrollment rate of junior middle school students had reached 88.6%.The state has
achieved the goal of "two bases" on schedule?®.

2. Special item poverty alleviation stage (2001-2012)

In the 21st century, under the leadership of the Party Central Committee, through the concerted efforts
of governments at all levels and the people, except for a small number of people in poverty-stricken
areas, "the problem of food and clothing for the rural population in the whole country has been basically
solved around 2000"*¢. The problem of education for the vast majority of the population in China has
been basically solved, and the "two basic" goal of poverty alleviation through education has been
basically achieved.With the basic solution of the problem of food and clothing for the rural poor in
China, the educational needs of the population in poor areas have begun to shift from educational
opportunities to high-quality educational resources.To this end, the Outline of Poverty Alleviation and

Development in Rural China (2001-2010) issued in 2001 clearly States that the overall goal of poverty

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alleviation and development in China from 2001 to 2010 is to "further improve the basic production and
living conditions in poor areas, consolidate the achievements of food and clothing, and improve the
quality of life and comprehensive quality of the poor"?’.

In September 2003, the State Council issued the Decision of the State Council on Further
Strengthening Rural Education, which emphasizes that "developing rural education and enabling the
broad masses of farmers and their children to enjoy the opportunity to receive good education is an
important aspect of realizing educational equity and reflecting social justice, and is the essential
requirement of socialist education."*® In view of the overall weakness of rural education and the
widening gap between urban and rural education, the document proposes that while speeding up the
"two basic" tasks in the western region, we should deepen the reform of education and teaching in rural
areas, comprehensively improve the quality of education and teaching, improve the quality of teachers
and principals, and improve the conditions for running schools in poor areas.

The promulgation of these two policies marks the first discontinuity in the change of China's education
poverty alleviation policy, the goal of education poverty alleviation policy has changed from "quantity-
oriented"to"balanced development"and"quality-oriented development”, and the education poverty
alleviatio n no longer only pays attention to the popularization level of compulsory education in poor
areas, but also to poverty alleviation.It has begun to attach importance to ensuring that students in
poverty-stricken areas have equal access to high-quality education, so as to solve the problem of
"development-oriented" poverty through poverty alleviation through education.

The important role of education in poverty alleviation has been further highlighted, and the scope of
poverty alleviation has expanded from compulsory education to preschool education, higher education,
vocational education and ethnic education.The practice of poverty alleviation through education is
carried out in the form of a combination of points and lines, and shows the characteristics of giving
consideration to fairness, efficiency and quality under the established framework.Of course, poverty
alleviation through education at this stage still has the drawbacks of "flood irrigation" injection as a
whole, and the precise assistance for the deep poverty-stricken areas and the marginal vulnerable groups
is insufficient.

3. Precision Poverty Alleviation Stage (2013-2020)

Since the 18th National Congress of the Communist Party of China, the Party Central Committee,
with Comrade Xi Jinping as its core, has made a series of profound expositions and comprehensive

arrangements for poverty alleviation and development. Poverty alleviation through education has been

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listed as the core content of the national poverty alleviation project, and poverty alleviation and
development has risen to an unprecedented strategic height.In order to solve the drawbacks of the "flood
irrigation” injection in the previous stage, General Secretary Xi Jinping put forward the idea of precise
poverty alleviation during his visit to Western Hunan in November 2013%.In 2014, the Poverty
Alleviation Office of the State Council issued the Implementation Plan for Establishing a Precise
Poverty Alleviation Mechanism and the Work Program for Establishing Archives and Cards for Poverty
Alleviation and Development, which marked the second discontinuity in the change of China's poverty
alleviation policy through education.On the basis of continuing to maintain regional overall support for
poverty-stricken areas, the policy of poverty alleviation through education emphasizes precise
orientation, and the policy objectives shift to ensuring that the poor enjoy high-quality and fair education
by means of precise poverty alleviation.

A series of educational poverty alleviation policies have been promulgated for the poor and special
groups, and many effective educational precise poverty alleviation measures have been taken.In 2013,
the General Office of the State Council forwarded the Circular on Implementing the Opinions on Poverty
Alleviation through Education, which clearly stated that we should speed up the development of
education and human resources, and make the level of basic public education services in poverty
alleviation areas close to the national average level by 2020, so as to give full play to the role of education
in promoting poverty alleviation and prosperity of the people in the areas.After that, the National Plan
for the Development of Children in Poverty-stricken Areas (2014-2020) made it one of the overall goals
to ensure the education of children in concentrated areas with special difficulties and to achieve a
significant improvement in the overall quality and balanced development of education in poverty-
stricken areas.The Decision of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State
Council on Winning the Strong Battle against Poverty in 2015 pointed out that precise poverty
alleviation and precise poverty alleviation should be taken as the basic strategic policy to speed up the
implementation of poverty alleviation projects through education so that children from poor families
can receive fair and quality education and intergenerational transmission of poverty can be blocked.The
"Implementation Plan for Poverty Alleviation through Education in Deep Poverty-stricken Areas (2018-
2020)"promulgated in 2018 focuses on the"three districts and three States™ and other deep poverty-
stricken areas, pursuing a significant improvement in the overall level of education development, so that
more poor students in Lika can receive better and higher-level education.

In addition, the precise target of poverty alleviation through education is also reflected in the
formulation of precise poverty alleviation policies for different stages and types of education, focusing

on the "differentiation™ of policies.The state has issued a series of policy documents, such as the Action

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Plan for East-West Cooperation in Vocational Education (2016-2020) (2016), the Opinions on
Implementing the Third Action Plan for Preschool Education (2017), and the Notice on Further
Strengthening Dropout Control and Improving the Consolidation Level of Compulsory Education
(2017).Through the gradual and precise policy of poverty alleviation through education, the state can
improve the effectiveness of poverty alleviation through education, so that students in poor areas can
"go to school well" and enjoy high-quality and high-level education, and ultimately promote the
realization of the goal of sustainable poverty alleviation.

At this stage, in order to achieve precise poverty alleviation, education poverty alleviation policies
adopt more combined policy tools and pay more attention to capacity-building.For example, the
Opinions on Comprehensively Improving the Basic School-running Conditions of Weak Compulsory
Education Schools in Poverty-stricken Areas uses a combination of policy tools to improve the funding
guarantee mechanism for rural compulsory education, and to improve the overall level of education
development through the construction of school standardization.For example, teachers are the first
resource for the development of education in poverty-stricken areas, and the Opinions on Implementing
the Education Poverty Alleviation Project in 2013 adopted advisory policy tools to encourage teachers
to teach in poverty-stricken areas.The 2015 Rural Teacher Support Plan (2015-2020) uses a combination
of comprehensive policy tools to improve the quality of teachers, improve their treatment, reform the
working mechanism, stimulate teachers'vitality, provide teachers' guarantee for education in remote,
poor and ethnic minority areas, and enable all students to enjoy high-quality education.

4. Post-poverty alleviation stage (from 2021 to now)

In 2020, China completed the target task of poverty alleviation in the new era on schedule. Under the
current standard, 98.99 million rural poor people were lifted out of poverty, 832 poverty-stricken
counties took off their hats, and 128000 poverty-stricken villages were listed. As a result, China entered
the post-poverty alleviation stage of consolidating and expanding the achievements of poverty
alleviation and promoting rural revitalization®.

The post-poverty alleviation stage is not the end of the work of poverty alleviation through education,
but the need to continuously optimize the work of poverty alleviation through education on the basis of
consolidating the achievements of poverty alleviation in the early stage, so as to give full play to the
value and function of education poverty alleviation.In 2021, the Ministry of Education and other four
departments issued the Opinions on Consolidating and Expanding the Achievements of Poverty
Alleviation in Education and Effectively Linking up with Rural Revitalization. Its work objectives are

to consolidate and expand the achievements of poverty alleviation in education, consolidate the

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foundation for high-quality development of rural education, and further enhance the ability and level of
education to serve rural revitalization.In the same year, the Opinions on Accelerating the Revitalization
of Rural Talents put forward that we should put the development of rural human capital in the first place,
speed up the training of agricultural production and management talents, rural public service talents,
rural governance talents and other talents, and stimulate the endogenous power of individual
development.This shows that China has shifted from "supporting the poverty of education"and"poverty
alleviation through education"to"preventing education from returning to poverty"and"promoting rural
revitalization through education”, and that poverty alleviation through education has shifted from one-
way poverty alleviation of educational resources to in-depth development of human capacity, which
marks the emergence of the third discontinuity in the change of China's poverty alleviation policy
through education.

Generally speaking, the policy of poverty alleviation through education at this stage has shifted from
focusing on special poverty-stricken areas to focusing on special poverty-stricken areas and rural areas
to be revitalized and developed, and poverty alleviation through education has moved towards "giving
consideration to both points and areas".On the one hand, through the policy documents such as
"Opinions of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of China and the State Council on
Promoting Rural Revitalization in an All-round Way and Accelerating Agricultural and Rural
Modernization", "Directional Training Plan for Excellent Teachers in Underdeveloped Areas of Central
and Western China", "Measures for the Management of Subsidy Funds for Improving the Weak Links
and Enhancing the Ability of Compulsory Education", etc.The state has further optimized the investment
in education in poverty-stricken areas, the conditions for running schools, improved the quality of
teachers, improved the quality of education, enhanced individual human capital, and prevented
education from returning to poverty.On the other hand, relying on the Law of the People's Republic of
China on Promoting Rural Revitalization, we should accelerate the modernization of rural education,
improve the quality of rural basic education, promote professionals to serve the countryside, and
promote the construction of agricultural and rural talents.It can be seen that during this period, the goal
of poverty alleviation through education has shifted from one-way poverty alleviation through
educational resources to the deep development of human capacity. By consolidating the achievements
of poverty alleviation through education in poverty-stricken areas, we can promote the high-quality
development of rural education, improve the quality of rural population as a whole, and then realize
rural revitalization.

During this period, the policy of poverty alleviation through education has made a lot of policy tool
adjustments around consolidating the achievements of poverty alleviation through education and
promoting rural revitalization. The state continued to consolidate the achievements of poverty alleviation

through education by promulgating policy documents such as the Measures for the Management of
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Subsidy Funds for the Improvement of Weak Links in Compulsory Education and the Orientation
Training Plan for Excellent Teachers in Underdeveloped Areas in the Central and Western Regions,
adopting incentive and capacity-building policy tools, improving fund management, improving
teachers'quality and providing personnel support.Policy documents such as "Opinions on the Effective
Connection between Consolidating and Expanding the Achievements of Poverty Alleviation through
Education and Rural Revitalization™ strengthen the construction of the system and mechanism of poverty
alleviation through education in the post-poverty alleviation stage by improving the long-term
mechanism of guaranteed achievements in compulsory education and the mechanism of educational
assistance for poor students, so as to ensure the effective connection between the achievements of
poverty alleviation through education and rural revitalization.

5. Policy prospects

Starting from the evolution of the policy of poverty alleviation through education and combining with
the current situation of the development of poverty alleviation through education in China, this paper
looks forward to the realization path of scientific and standardized poverty alleviation policy through
education in the future.

Firstly, based on the post-poverty alleviation era, we should timely adjust the policy objectives, policy
contents and policy tools of poverty alleviation through education, improve the policy autonomy and
adaptability, and strengthen the overall connection between poverty alleviation through education and
the strategy of rural revitalization.China has achieved the goal of fighting poverty and building a well-
off society in an all-round way, and has smoothly entered the stage of coordinated construction of
common prosperity and rural revitalization.Therefore, in the process of formulating the policy of poverty
alleviation through education in the future, we should adapt to the changes of macro-political
environment, attach importance to the guiding ideology of the Party and the central government, face
the long-term development needs of rural revitalization, and adjust the policy objectives, contents and
tools.On the one hand, we should plan and deploy rural work in a unified way, incorporate poverty
alleviation through education into the strategic planning and implementation of rural revitalization, and
realize the same frequency resonance between poverty alleviation through education and rural
revitalization.On the other hand, talent is the key resource for rural revitalization and the focus of poverty
alleviation through education.Therefore, we should integrate the mechanism of poverty alleviation
through education, cultivate the relatively poor people into high-quality local talents, cultivate and carry
forward excellent local culture, and open up efficient channels to attract high-quality talents to stay in
the countryside and develop the countryside.

Secondly, poverty alleviation through education is not a simple educational problem, but a
comprehensive social problem involving multiple systems. Therefore, we must increase the interaction

and coordination between local and central governments, give full play to the dynamic role and initiative

of local governments, schools, society and the market, and improve the scientificity and applicability of
poverty alleviation through education policy formulation.In the past, China's education poverty
alleviation policy was often dominated by the government, highlighting the authority and mobilization
of the government, especially the central government.In the post-poverty era, while further emphasizing
the central government's overall planning and top-level design of poverty alleviation policies through
education, we should pay full attention to the construction of poverty alleviation community through
education and give local creativity space for implementation.On the one hand, we should adhere to the
leading position of the government in poverty alleviation through education and improve the interaction
and coordination between the central government and local governments.The central government should
respect local initiatives, improve policies on the basis of local practice and innovation, test the
adaptability of pilot policies and the experience of poverty alleviation through education, and publicize
and implement excellent practices.In this way, the central government can fully absorb the useful
experience of the local government to make the revision, formulation of policies and guidance of local
practice more scientific and reasonable, and improve the effectiveness of poverty alleviation.On the
other hand, we should give full play to the active role of the market and social subjects in poverty
alleviation through education, allow the market to intervene in the system of poverty alleviation through
education under the strong supervision of the government, and integrate the resource advantages of
various poverty alleviation subjects.Through empowerment, we can improve the inherent
"ambition"and"ambition" of poverty alleviation targets to get rid of poverty and become rich, so that
they can set up the ideal of relying on themselves to get rid of poverty and become rich.

Thirdly, we should formulate and implement the medium and long-term plan of poverty alleviation
through education to maintain the relative stability of the development of poverty alleviation through
education.In the post-poverty alleviation era, the state should consider the long-term goals and programs
of poverty alleviation through education from the needs of economic, social and educational
development, and formulate policies for poverty alleviation through education in urban and rural
areas.On the one hand, the top-level design of precise poverty alleviation has been mainly focused on
the poverty alleviation and prosperity of the rural poor, while the urban poor have not been included in
the poverty alleviation policy.However, with the development of urbanization and the increase of the
scale of migrant workers' children, new urban poor population and poor marginal population may be
derived.Therefore, the education poverty alleviation policy in the post-poverty alleviation era should
start the top-level design of urban-rural integration poverty alleviation, regard urban and rural areas as
common poverty alleviation fields, and promote the balanced development of urban and rural
education.On the other hand, the return of some people out of poverty is an unavoidable problem in the
post-poverty alleviation era.Therefore, the education poverty alleviation policy of urban-rural

integration should build a long-term security mechanism to reduce the occurrence of "dropping out of
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school"and"returning to poverty because of school".In addition, the government should establish a
supervision and evaluation system for poverty alleviation through education, comprehensively evaluate
the effect of policy implementation, timely identify possible problems in the process of policy

implementation, and correct policy implementation deviations.

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(PRO)ACTIVITY OF THE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT AND DEVELOPMENT OF
KEY COMPETENCES IN 6-7-YEAR-OLD CHILDREN FOR COMMUNICATION IN
NATIVE AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES

ABSTRACT

The period between the third and seventh years is defined as key for the development of basic skills
necessary for the child to live in the global world. Competence related to native and foreign language
communication can be strongly influenced by various variables, including level of knowledge and
abilities, personality traits and attitudes towards the other culture, such as characteristics of the family
(community) environment. The educational institution is called upon to (re)construct the way in which
children engage with the world, skillfully guiding their experiences and supporting their cognitive
interest in exploring, observing and interacting with their surroundings. The object of study is the
cognitive interest of 6-7-year-old children in their native and foreign languages, as a function of the
proactive educational environment. The subject of theoretical analysis are the conditions for the
development of communication skills, reflected in the utilization of the activities structuring the

pedagogical interaction.

KEYWORDS: cognitive interest in native and foreign languages, as a function of a proactive

educational environment, communication skills, development of language competences

Introduction
Children's cognitive interest plays an important role in their behavioral activity and is the basis
for effective cognitive activity. Cognitive interest refers to a child's intrinsic motivation and curiosity to
explore, discover, and learn about their environment and various objects (Gottfried, 1983). Its systematic
maintenance has a profound impact on the intellectual development of the child, because it has been
proven to lead to:
- improved attention and engagement: when children are genuinely interested in a topic or
activity, they are more likely to pay attention and be actively engaged. This heightened attention allows

them to absorb information more efficiently and retain it better.
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| deeper learning: cognitive interest often leads to deeper and more meaningful learning
experiences. Children who are curious are more likely to ask questions, seek answers, and explore
related concepts, which contributes to a more holistic understanding of the subject.

"1 intrinsic motivation: cognitive interest is an example of "authentic” immersion in learning
activities because they find them enjoyable or satisfying. This is in contrast to extrinsic motivation, such
as rewards or praise. Intrinsic motivation tends to lead to sustained effort and results.

1 problem-solving skills: when children are interested in solving a specific problem or
understanding a complex concept, they are more likely to persevere in the face of challenges. This
encourages the development of problem-solving skills and resilience.

' long-term memory formation: information that is learned with genuine interest tends to be
stored more effectively in long-term memory. Children are more likely to remember and process
information that they rate as exciting and useful.

| promoting critical thinking: interest-driven learning often involves critical thinking and
problem solving. Children analyze information, make connections, and evaluate evidence when
pursuing topics of interest.

| development of expertise: sustained interest in specific topics or areas leads to development of
expertise. Children who are deeply interested in an object, process, phenomenon can become experts in
this field, demonstrating advanced cognitive skills and a deep understanding of their nature.

| igniting creativity: cognitive interest often encourages creativity and innovation. When children
are passionate about a topic, they are more likely to come up with unique ideas, approaches and
solutions, encouraging creative thinking.

- exploring different topics: cognitive interest provokes children to explore a wide range of topics
and areas. This broad interdisciplinary study helps them discover their individual biases and develop a
more holistic knowledge base.

| coordinating the curriculum: teachers and pedagogical specialists can take advantage of
children's cognitive interest by coordinating the learning content and pedagogical activities according
to their interests. This makes learning more engaging and effective as it engages the child's natural
curiosity.

- facilitates self-directed learning: interest-driven learning promotes self-directed learning.
Children learn to take initiative, set goals, and manage their own learning experiences, a valuable skill
for intellectual development.

1 personalization of learning: recognizing and nurturing individual interests naturally
personalizes learning and optimizes intellectual development by aligning the learning experience with

the child's specific passions and resources.
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| lifelong learning: cognitive interest cultivated during childhood often carries over into
adulthood. Children who develop a love of learning are more likely to become lifelong learners,

constantly seeking knowledge and intellectual growth.

On the relations between cognitive interest and the nature of stimuli that give rise to active
behavior and intellectual growth

Recent years have seen a growing interest in learned patterns of development and their
transformation across the life cycle. The research focus is on how the specific functional connections
between experience and performance (an interdependence that has been shown to exist in adults)
develop in children. At the center of attention is the question of how and when intelligence develops and
what is the nature of the stimuli under which active behavior is observed. Such a strategy does not
obviate the requirement to examine how a child's knowledge develops over time. In addition, the
development of intellectual processes and products is described as a way to indicate clues as to when a
certain level of understanding (a certain intellectual achievement) is likely to be achieved and what set
of cognitive processes represent the tools available for such achievement at that age. But even if
processes and products are related in time, a thorough investigation of cause and effect is still needed.

It should be noted that two areas of intellectual development research continue to be active in
describing age variations in intellectual functioning. The first of these is the continued refinement of
standardized intelligence tests. The assessment of the future intellectual achievement of a given person
(child) still serves as a guide for parents when making decisions in the context of the perspective of child
development. Key to the second area of cognitive development research is the question of what
children's patterns of responses reveal about their developing reasoning abilities (Piaget and followers).

Piaget coined the term "genetic epistemology" to methodically describe how human cognition arises
and how the developing mind passes through several phases toward maturation. His emphasis on
explaining how humans adapt to their environment through the dual processes of assimilation and
accommodation, changing their mental models to make way for new knowledge, is at the heart of
biological theories of development. Piaget discovered that children think in qualitatively different ways
than adults as they grow through four distinct and universal stages of development:

* Babies rely on their senses to understand the world around them during the sensorimotor period,
which lasts from birth to approximately two years of age.

* Preschool children have a greater capacity for symbolic thinking and the use of words and images
during the preoperational stage (approximately between the ages of two and seven).

* Children in the concrete-operational stage (about seven to eleven years old) begin to reason

logically and begin to understand other people's points of view.
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» Formal operational stage: systematic problem solving, abstract thinking, and hypothetical and
abstract reasoning (ages 11 to adult).

Self-regulation of intelligence is a gradual process that is influenced by interactions with the
environment and leads to internal growth. Assimilation and accommodation are the two processes that
help people integrate new information into their existing knowledge bases. This process of adaptation
involves changing concepts or what Piaget called "schemas™ to make room for new information. The
creation and development of reality occurs through active participation in the world, and knowledge is
an ever-evolving process. The basis of all human knowledge, according to Piaget, is the experience
gained in practical activities.

The views of Jean Piaget and one of his contemporaries (L.S. Vygotsky) are often opposed and
compared. L. S. Vygotsky explores how social and cultural elements shape human consciousness. His
theory of human development placed a strong emphasis on the influence of the social and cultural
environment on human growth. Sociocultural theory asserts that language shapes a child's social reality
and that children use language to understand and interact with the world around them. They eventually
internalize the language they hear, as well as other cultural tools, symbol systems, and behaviors that
allow them to manage their subject activity. As children grow up, they use language to communicate
cultural values, and parents use language to transmit cultural norms to their children. Development and
education are fundamentally social, according to Vygotsky.

According to Vygotsky's sociocultural theory of human learning, learning in any community or
culture is a social activity that marks the beginning of human intelligence. Vygotsky's theoretical
framework is based on the premise that social contact is critical to cognitive development.

The fundamental differences between Piaget and VVygotsky are that Piaget argued that children learn
very much independently of their surroundings, while Vygotsky argued that there are two key aspects
to the learning process: first, social interaction as a prerequisite for assimilating knowledge into the
mental framework of man; second, the potential for cognitive development is limited to the "Zone of
Proximal Development™" (ZPD). The "zone" is the area of inquiry for which the child is cognitively
prepared but needs social interaction and assistance to develop fully. The support that is provided by
older or more competent individuals to reach the highest level of the ZPD is known as scaffolding.
According to Vygotsky, every aspect of a child's cultural development initially occurs at the social level
before moving to the individual level. This is known as the interpsychological model. Scaffolding, which
can be provided in various ways, can be defined as agreement or guidance from a more experienced
person. Examples include breaking the task down into smaller, easier steps, creating motivation, and

providing regular feedback on the active person's progress in the process.
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(Pro)activity of the educational environment and development of key competences in 6-7-year-
old children for communication in their native and foreign languages

As part of the educational system, the kindergarten formulates as its global goal the organization
of an educational environment that fully meets the needs of the psychosocial development of each child.
This goal stems from research on the motivational character of the personality and the role of the
universal needs of children for their social adaptation and integration” (Dermendzhieva, Tasevska,
Dyankova, 2022:53).

The presented analysis on the theories of intellectual development emphasizes the importance of
social commitment to children: (1) awareness of the role of stimuli in maintaining cognitive interest; (2)
organization of an educational environment, (pro)actively extrapolating supported learning.

The relevance of this issue is confirmed in the thesis "There are more and more supporters of the
idea of changing not the individual, but the environment in which he functions, in order to ensure the
maximum development of his potential” (Popova, 2020:85).

Basic in the complex of competences for 6-7-year-old children are the skills to communicate in
their native and in a foreign language, necessary for social inclusion and personal development in a
heterogeneous world.

In this regard, the design of the educational environment implies compliance with the zone of
proximal development and the organization of pedagogical interactions with a focus on the use of
language and the varieties of its modalities.

Defined as leading for the preschool age, play is the indispensable and secure scaffolding for
children's development. By creating and setting up specific play spaces, teachers help children develop
their capacities for increasingly complex forms of communication. Due to its conditional nature, play is
a non-stop source of stimuli, supporting children's cognitive interest in ways and forms of
communication.

Through the simultaneous processes of assimilation and accommodation actively carried out in
play spaces, children absorb new information by integrating it into the logic of what they already know.

During play, assimilation prevails over adaptation, meaning that children assimilate new
intellectual material or concepts (Fein & Schwartz, 1982; Frost, 2009). In a predictable order, children
move through the stages of functional play, symbolic play, and rule-based play as they travel from one

level of mastery to another and acquire new skills.

Conclusion
Play is the metacommunicative perspective of what people consider their cultural and personal
reality, meaning that play and pretend play are crucial to children's intellectual development. The

metacommunicative function of the game is reflected in the connection of thought processes and the use
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of unambiguous, in the sense of socially and situationally approved language to describe specific objects,
phenomena, events and processes.

It is precisely in this metacommunicative function of the game that the proactive nature of the
educational environment is revealed - to create a scaffolding in which, in a natural, unadulterated,
informal and non-violent way, children, guided solely by the plot of the game - acquire, expand and
refine their skills for communication in native and foreign language, because "the process of
communication is rather a mirror that reflects and at the same time time affects the way the Self relates
to the Other in and through language” (Levunlieva, 2009:2).

ABSTRACT

Despite the progress in gender equality, the participation of girls (or women) in the professions directly
related to the application of modern technologies remains relatively low. The main challenges include
social stereotypes representing technology as a male professional field, the lack of role models and
insufficient encouragement from family and school. From the early stages of education, girls often
receive less support to study science, technology, engineering, mathematics, etc. This lack of motivation

causes a lower percentage of girls to pursue technical studies and future careers in the field.
